The above titled case came up for hearing on 7.11.2012 when Shri Jaswant Singh, complainant was present. Shri G.K.Mehta, Assistant Director, office of the Director of Industries & Commerce, Punjab, Chandigarh was present on behalf of the respondent. 



At the start of the hearing, the respondent made a written submission vide letter dated 18.9.2012. The respondent submitted that the complainant had been provided Inter-district list of sanctioned cases of investment incentive Part-I and Part-II which includes information asked for by the complainant covering all points except 3 & 4 of the proforma devised by him. The respondent further submitted that there was no provision under the Right to Information Act that the information has to be prepared in a proforma devised by the complainant.  The respondent also submitted that the information relating to subsidy provided under the Industrial Polices 1992 and 1996 is readily available at www.pbindustries.in . The respondent further submitted that the complainant has filed the present complaint without availing alternative remedy of first appeal as provided in the RTI Act. 



At this stage, the complainant stated that he was not satisfied with the response of the respondent as he needed information as per the proforma devised by him. The complainant further stated that this Bench is helping the respondent and not directing them to provide information as per the proforma along with copies of complete case filed by all the industrial units and copies of agenda for each case. These comments were made by the complainant without waiting for the pronouncement of the orders by this Bench.
