Shri Gurluvleen Singh, IAS, Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Patiala came present today and made written submission vide letter dated 19.3.2013 which is taken on record. A copy of the written submission has also been handed over to the complainant at the time of hearing. The PIO has mentioned that Sh. M.M.Syal, Corporation Engineer has remained Public Information Officer till 29.11.2012 and Shri S.S.Bhatia, Senior Town Planner has been designated as PIO thereafter on 6.12.2012. The PIO submits that the order of the Commission has not been brought to his notice. He tenders unconditional apology for not attending the  earlier hearings in this Commission. 

The PIO further submits as under:- 
i)
That the complainant through the applications bearing Diary/Receipt No. 1066/MOS dated 17.7.2008, 5362/MOS dated 12.10.11 and 5648 dated 28.11.11 addressed to Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Patiala; Diary No. 245/D/10/12 dated 26.09.11, 308/PA Mayor dated 28.11.11 and 349/PA Mayor dated 19.12.11 addressed to Mayor, Municipal Corporation, Patiala wanted to get the demarcation of 24’-00” wide road from Focal Point on the Rajpura-Sirhind By-pass to Village Alipur Araian.

ii)
That the complainant vide his application dated 24.01.2012 under the RTI Act sought the action taken report on the written complaint  (joint) in regard to demarcation of road in colony from Alipur Road to Focal Point, Patiala; status of the complaints mentioned in sub para (i)  above. This RTI application was forwarded by the PIO to ATP-1. But the ATP-1 (now MTP) could not supply the information because he could not locate the first complaint addressed to the Mayor bearing the diary No. 245/D/10/12 dated 26.09.11 whereas other two complaints  bearing No.(s) 308/PA Mayor  and 349/PA Mayor dated 28.11.11 and 19.12.11 respectively were marked to the Land Superintendent; ATP-1 could not locate the first two complaints addressed to the Commissioner bearing diary No(s) 1066/MOS and 5362 MOS dated 17.7.2008 and 12.10.11 respectively whereas the third complaint was also marked to the Land Superintendent. All the three applications marked to the Land Superintendent remained pending with the Patwari of the Municipal Corporation, Patiala as the complainant required the demarcation of the road therein. The show cause notice has been issued to the Patwari  for keeping all the three complaints pending with him.


The PIO further submits that the complainant has wrongly stated  before this Commission on 21.6.2012 that the information demanded by him has not been supplied till date.


The complainant states that he has filed his representation for demarcation of the road. The respondent has already taken up the matter with the Tehsildar, Patiala and again vide letter dated 18.3.2013 the Commissioner, Municipal Corporation Patiala has taken up the matter with the Tehsildar, Patiala for demarcation of the land. A copy of the letter addressed to the Tehsildar, Patiala has also been endorsed to the complainant. Apparently, the complaint of Shri Avtar Singh relates to his grievance which is due to delay in demarcation of the Road which is an administrative matter and the complainant should take up the same with the concerned Revenue authorities. The respondent has assured the complainant that the Municipal Corporation shall also follow up the matter with the concerned Revenue Authorities. As regards the compensation of Rs. 2000/-, the respondent assures to make the payment of the same within one week’s time.
