The judgment in this case was reserved vide my order dated 03.06.09.

2.
Complainant had filed application for information with PIO, O/o DGP, Punjab , Chandigarh on 23.09.08. He sought information  as under:-

“(a) Copy of Application given by constable. Subhash Chander no. 2092/FZR and `action taken on it (office diary no. 25490/E-6 dt. 17.11.2004 regarding promotion taken after M.A. (Police Admn).

(b) How many Police Personnel  in the state who have obtained benefit till now after  passed M.A. (Police Admn) in year- 2004.

(c ) How many Police Personnel in the state who have obtained benefit  till now after passed M.A. (Police Admn) in year 2005.”

3.
Respondent provided information for item b & c in the hearing dated 23.01.2009 to the Complainant after four months. He stated that item (a) of his application is not traceable in this record. Respondent was directed to provide information regarding  item (a), in case of failure to supply the information action under section 20 of the RTI Act 2005 will be initiated against the deemed PIO. Respondent vide memo no. 1179/RTI-1 dated 17.04.2009 informed the Commission that application of Sh. Subhash Chander received in this office vide dairy no. 25490/E-6 dated 17-11-2004

regarding promotion after doing MA  (Police Administration) had not been traced from the record and that explanation of the concerned dealing hands (Sh. Sandeep Kumar, Sr. Assistant) and record keeper (Sh. Kulwinder Singh, Clerk) had been called for. Respondent vide memo no. 1531/RTI-1 dated 01.06.2009 intimated the Commission that punishment of censure has been awarded to the concerned officials who have been found guilty for the loss of application of the Complainant.

4.      In the hearing dated 03.06.2009, Complainant prayed that action should be taken against the PIO for not providing him the sought for information. He further stated that sought for information would strengthen his claim for promotion. He also wanted that he should be compensated for the mental harassment suffered by him in not getting the information.

5.      Before taking any action deemed PIO Sh. Sandeep Kumar, Sr. Assistant and Sh. Kulwinder Singh, Clerk is directed to file an affidavit before the next date of hearing as to why action should not be taken against them under Section 20 of the RTI Act 2005 for not supplying the information as demanded by the Complainant. PIO is directed to submit why Complainant should not be compensated for the harassment suffered by them in getting the information. The Respondent is also directed to place on record copies of the replies submitted by Sh. Sandeep Kumar, Sr. Assistant and Sh. Kulwinder Singh, Clerk to the show cause notice issued to them by the Director General of Police, Pb before awarding the punishment of censure.
