Sh. Jasbir Singh, Deputy Director/APIO on behalf of the Respondent submitted papers which mention that NOC has not been granted to JSJ Degree College, Gurney Kalan, Munak, Distt. Sangrur. Ms.Harman Kaur on behalf of the Appellant stated that NOC was not granted to JSJ Degree College which was set up in 2004 after obtaining provisional affiliation from Punjabi University, Patiala. She further stated that on the completion of third year, they requested the Government to issue them NOC in 2006 and NOC has not been granted so far by the Punjab Government (Higher Education Department).



It is stated by the Complainant that Bus Passes were refused by PRTC Office stating that NOC is required to issue Bus passes from the DPI
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Office, vide letter dated 1.10.2008. Mrs. Neelam and Shri Jasbir Singh, Deputy Director do not know much about the case. Shri G.K.Sekhon, IAS, Additional Secretary, Higher Education is directed to attend the Court in the After-noon at 2.30 PM. So, the case is adjourned to 2.30 PM .

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iii) A Circular from the DPI, vide Memo No.2/8-2005-Grants 2(5), dated 16.11.2005 in which the DPI(Colleges), Punjab, Chandigarh has written to Registrars of the Universities to send districtwise lists of unaided rural Colleges-D;

 

It is directed that PIO, office of Secretary Higher Education, Punjab, Chandigarh, should explain the points mentioned above within a period of fifteen days since there has been considerable delay in supply of information to the Complainant.

Shri Gurbax Singh, AEO/APIO, on behalf of Respondent states that the information regarding points (c) and (i) is related to the D.C.Office and to the SDM Office.  None appears on behalf of the Deputy Commissioner, Mohali and I am of the view that unnecessary delay has taken place not only that mis-leading statements have been given by the APIO at the last hearing
dated 
3.6.2009 that the points (c) and (i) are not related with the Deputy Commissioner Office. Therefore PIO, office of the D.C.Mohali is hereby issued a show cause notice as to why a penalty under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to maximum of Rs.25000/- be not imposed on him till the information is furnished.  



In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also hereby given an
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opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte.



The representative of Respondent office presented a copy of the letter No.737/RTI(C) dated 7.7.2009, addressed to the Complainant attaching therewith the required information. At the same time, the APIO/AEO, GMADA presented a letter stating therein that paras (c) and (i) of the information do not relate to GMADA. After hearing of the case, Shri Shiv Kumar, Tehsildar Mohali also appeared on behalf of the Respondent who stated that complete information has been supplied to the Complainant. However, Respondent is directed to send again a copy of the information to the Complainant by registered post within three days under intimation to the Commission.
