ORDER

Sh. Varinder Kumar, vide his RTI application dated 21.10.2011 addressed to the Respondent sought information under the RTI Act, 2005 pertaining to the status of their letters dated 14.6.2009,10.3.11 and 9.9.11 along with the notings, status of the case besides all relating documents and records etc. The information was provided by the Respondent vide letter No.4448 dated 9.11.11.  However, being dissatisfied with the provided information, he filed First Appeal before the First Appellate Authority, which was not decided by the First Appellate Authority.  Therefore, the instant Second Appeal was preferred by the Appellant before the Commission on 20.1.2012.

Both the parties have been heard today.  Sh. Preet Sukhan, Supdt. O/o Principal Secretary, Local Govt., Punjab, III Branch, has stated that the information whatever was available on their record has already been provided to the appellant after the same was identified by him after inspection of the record. So far as the information about action taken report in respect of letter dated 9.9.11 is concerned, the same could not be supplied as the file is with the Advocate General, Punjab.  

The entire case file has been perused.  It is observed that despite of the fact that the appellant filed first appeal vide letter dated 21.11.11, but no order was passed by the First Appellate Authority in respect of RTI application dated 21.10.11 of the appellant, reviewing the PIO’s decision as envisage under the RTI Act, 2005.  


The case is, therefore, remanded to the First Appellate Authority, office of Principal Secretary to the Government of Punjab, Department of Local Government, Mini Secretariat, Sector 9, Chandigarh with the direction to decide the matter relating to the RTI application dated 21.10.11 of the appellant in accordance with the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005 after giving all concerned parties an opportunity of being heard within a period of six weeks.  


The appellant is, therefore, directed to appear before the First Appellate Authority, office of Principal Secretary to the Government of Punjab, Department of Local Government, Mini Secretariat, Sector 9, Chandigarh on 17.7.2012 at 11.00 AM for hearing.  It is made clear that in case no information is provided to the appellant as per his RTI Application dated 20.10.11 within the given time as specified above, he shall be at liberty to file Second Appeal before the Commission under Section 19 (3)of the RTI Act, 2005.

The case is disposed of accordingly.
