2. From time to time the Hon’ble High Court has been issuing   directions to different departments for taking necessary steps in respect of clearing of ‘Budha Nala’ of Ludhiana.

3. In compliance of order dated 5.3.2008 demarcation of ‘Budha Nala’ was done by Revenue authorities along with Drainage Department List of encroachments was prepared by Drainage Department and encroachments were removed by the authorities.
4. That notices were issued to these 51 encroachers under Public

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Premises Act and the encroachments were removed by the    administration.

As far as the version of the Complainant that he has not been issued any notice prior to demolition is concerned, in this context, it is submitted that the petitioner’s property is only a plot & he is not doing any activity there. So he could not be issued any notice. Neither it is possible to identify the name of the owner from the revenue record because lot of names are recorded in the ownership column of Jamabandi. As per demarcation a concrete pillar has been installed in the encroachment portion of the Complainant. 
Further it is submitted that the Complainant has been afforded a opportunity vide our office letter No.2887 dated 28.11.2008 to come and inspect the relevant files & to point out which information is required. But he never turned up. 

The information called by the Complainant was supplied to him vide different letters addressed to the Complainant and copy endorsed to the Commission.

That there is no willful or intentional delay on the part of the Respondent to supply the information available on the record.”


I am fully satisfied with the explanation and reply to show cause notice put forth by the Respondent. The available information stood supplied to the Complainant.
