A registered notice was issued to the respondent vide Order dated 3.06.2009 as to why a penalty under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act at the rate of Rs. 250/- per day subject to maximum of Rs. 25,000/- be not imposed on the respondent till the information is furnished. He was also given an opportunity for personal hearing. The respondent neither sent any reply regarding furnishing the information nor of the show cause notice for imposition of penalty, to the Commission. All this made him liable for penalty as proposed vide Order dated 3.06.2009.
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In the circumstances mentioned in foregoing paras, I hereby imposed a penalty of Rs. 25,000/- (Rs. Twenty Five thousand only) on Public Information Officer O/o SDM Khadoor Sahib, District-Taran-Taran. The amount of penalty should be deposited in Government Treasury under the relevant head of account within a period of 15 days and a copy of Challan Form should be sent to the Commission. Besides this the respondent is also directed to supply the information to the complainant before the next date of hearing.
