The respondent states that some information has been supplied to the appellant on 13.07.2009.

4.

The appellant states that no doubt he has received the information but it is incomplete. He has sent his response/ observations of the information received by him to the Commission which was received in commission office on 27.07.2009. However, one copy is handed over to the respondent today in the court in our presence.  Appellant further states that the respondent has got deposited Rs.90/- (Rupees Ninety only) from him towards the cost of information/ documents. However, information has been delayed for more than three months. 
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PIO may be directed to refund his Rs,90/-. It is directed that as per the observations made by the appellant, the information be supplied immediately keeping in view the application of the appellant dated 20.01.2009.
