2.           Complainant sought information from the PIO O/o District Transport Office, Moga vide his letter dated 27.12.2010.  Complainant states that no information has been provided to him till date.  PIO has informed the Complainant vide his letter dated 19.01.2011 that after the shifting of record, the concerned record is not tracable.  In the hearing dated 14.07.2011, Sh. Balbir Singh, Junior Assistant was directed to be personally present on the next date of hearing.  In today’s hearing, Sh. Jaswant Singh Dhillon, PIO-cum-DTO, Moga has appeared and state that Sh. Balbir Singh, Junior Assistant is unable to attend today’s hearing because he is busy in Session Court at Patiala.  He further states that he has not sufficient staff in the O/o District Transport Office, Moga. No clerical post is sanctioned by the Govt. in this office.  Sh. Balbir Singh and Sh. Jatinder Singh are on additional duty and they are drawing their salaries from the O/o Amritsar and Ludhiana.  He states that old record has been searched in the presence of the Complainant, but the sought for information could not be traced.
3.             In my view this is a fit case, where award of compensation under Section 19 (8) (b) is called for. I have no doubt in my mind that this states of affairs has come about on account of the absence of adequate machinery for handling the RTI work in District Transport Office, Moga. I, therefore, order that compensation of Rs. 2000/- (Rs. Two thousand only) be paid to the Complainant by District Transport Office, Moga (public authority). It is clarified that the amount of compensation is to be paid by the public authority i.e District Transport Office, Moga and not by the PIO.

In view of the above facts explained by the District Transport Office, Moga no purpose is served to keep the case pending.  The case is, therefore, disposed of and closed.  Copies of the order be sent to the parties.
