He filed complaint with the Commission on 14.12.09 after a period of more than one year and nine months that PIO has not provided the sought for information. Complainant has sought information regarding his complaints made against Sh. Jasveer Singh Garang, Punjabi Teacher, Govt. Middle School, Saneta also President of Welfare 
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Federation, Mohali regarding his political statements. In his complaint to the Commission, Complainant has submitted that no information has been provided to him by the different departments. The perusal of the records shows that RTI application of the Complainant was transferred by the Additional Secretary-cum-PIO, O/o Chief Secretary to the concerned departments on 15.04.08. Education Secretary transferred the RTI application to the DPI on 22.04.08. DPI provided the information to the Complainant on 13.06.08 and 17.12.08 which was duly received by the Complainant. Information has been provided again to the Complainant by office of Chief Secretary, DPI and by Director Welfare of Schedule Castes and Backward Class, Pb during the hearing in the Commission.  Complainant has admitted that he has received complete information.

4.           In response to the show cause, PIO O/o Chief Secretary Pb., has submitted that letters of the Complainant were received in the office of the Chief Secretary., Pb except letter No. 2007/876-877 dated 23.10.2007 which was neither addressed nor endorsed to the Chief Secy., Pb. All the applications were marked/sent in original to the concerned departments. He has further submitted that as per Allocation of Business Rules 2007, the Administrative Secretary., of the department is responsible for the proper transaction of business in his department. The application relating to other department, which do not fall under the administrative control of the Chief Secretary., Pb but are addressed to him, are sent by his department to the concerned administrative departments. He has also submitted copies of pages of dispatch register vide which applications of the Complainant were sent to the concerned departments.

I have given my thoughtful consideration to the rival contentions advanced. I am of the view that there is nothing to suggest the existence of any mala fides on the part of the Respondent, no case for imposition of penalty upon the Respondent or for award of compensation under Section 19(8)(b) RTI Act 2005 to the Complainant is made out.
