A letter has been presented by the Complainant dated 22.10.2009,
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written by Sub-Registrar, Raikot in which one of the points, states that there is no provision in the RTI Act, 2005 to answer the questions. This line has been repeated once again in point No.5. This shows a clear defiance towards RTI Act, 2005. It seems that the PIO-Respondent is making mockery of the RTI Act, 2005. The callous behaviour of the Respondent, to say the least, is contumacious. The failure to give the information clearly stems from an attitude of defiance to the mandate of the statute. I have no hesitation to hold that in the instant case, the Respondent has failed to supply the information malafidely and without any reasonable cause. In these circumstances, the Respondent is given an opportunity to show cause why he should not be penalized under Section 20 RTI Act, 2005 at the rate of Rs.250/- per day for the period the default subject to a maximum of Rs.25,000/- for his failure to supply the information in time as per RTI Act.
  
In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex parte.

According to me, this letter does not make any sense and this is not the proper reply of the First Appellate Authority, i.e. Secretary School Education as per the R.T.I.Act, 2005.
