1.

 Shri Sukhjit Singh, Kanungo, who was present on the last date of hearing, was directed to supply list of persons, who have encroached up the common passage relating to Khasra No. 278, 279, 280, 281 and 350. 
2.

Shri Sukhjit Singh, Kanungo, places on record a written submission dated nil  from APIO-cum-Tehsildar, Bathinda. A perusal of the written submission reveals that Tehsildar has refused to supply the requisite information to the Complainant as per orders of the Commission passed on the last date of hearing.  Rather he has supplied wrong and mis-leading information to the Complainant which is not as per his demand.

3.

A perusal of the case file reveals that the application of the Complainant has been transferred to the APIO-cum-Tehsildar Bathinda under 
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Section 6(3) of RTI Act, 2005. Therefore, considering the Tehsildar Bathinda as the Deemed PIO, Shri Avtar Singh Makkar, Tehsildar Bathinda is directed to make written submission within 15 days   explaining reasons as to why penalty at the rate of Rs. 250/- per day be not imposed upon him for the delay in  the supply of  correct information to the Complainant so far and as to why compensation be not awarded to Complainant for the loss and  detriment suffered by him.

ORDER

1.

Shri Ashok Singh Mann, Manager, Central Cooperative Bank, Ropar, is present in the court and places on record a letter No. 1101,  dated 12.05.2011 addressed to the complainant and a copy to the commission in which he has stated that the credit entry booked in personal ledger is considered a genuine entry only if it is routed through cash book or through a deposit account, but in the list sent by the complainant, all the 44 entries have not been routed through Cash Book or a deposit account. Moreover 3 entries out of the list sent by you do not have any record in the respective personal ledger. 

2.

On its perusal it is found out that this is not a suitable reply put forth by the respondent-PIO as the complainant has sent a list a 44 account holders along with amount of principle and interest deposited on what date in his 
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application dated 09-11-2011.  A period of more than five months have elapsed but the requisite information has not been supplied to the complainant by the Bank. On the last date of hearing on 03-05-2011, Shri Ashok Singh Mann, Manager, was directed to supply the information by the next date of hearing, i.e. today.  However, the Department is dilly dalling only to harass the complainant as the Assistant Registrar, Cooperative Societies, Ropar, has fixed a date for the auction of his land for which the complainant has since deposited the whole amount.  This is sheer negligence on the part of Respondent- PIO.  

3.

Keeping in view the fact that the department is not supplying the requisite information intentionally to the complainant, a show cause notice is issued to the PIO, Shri Rajiv Sharma, District Manager, Central Cooperative Banks, Ropar, to explain as to why a penalty amounting to Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty five thousand only) be not imposed upon him under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, for delay in  supplying the information in time.The copy of show cause notice is delivered to Shri Ashok singh Mann, Manager to be handed over to the PIO, Shri Rajiv Sharma, personally today and it is directed that the requisite information be supplied by Monday, i.e. the 16th May, 2011.

4.

The case is adjourned and fixed on 16-05-2011 in Court No. 1, SCO No. 84-85, Sector 17C, Chandigarh at 10.00 AM, for final orders.
