In the facts and circumstance, of the case, we award a sum of Rs. 2,000/- (Rupees TwoThousand Only) to the Complainant under Section 19(8)(b) of the Act as compensation.  It is clarified that the amount of compensation shall be paid by office of Director Rural Development and Panchayats, Mohali to the Complainant before the next date of hearing.

As the information is to be supplied within 30 days of the making of information request and there is too much delay on the part of the Respondent. The facts and circumstances of the case justify the imposition of the maximum amount of penalty upon Sh. Jaspal Singh, Public Information-cum- Deputy Director (Panchayats), Director Rural Development and Panchayats, Mohali. However, in view of the statement of Savtantarta Devi that the concerned dealing Assistant was ill, a lenient view is taken, a penalty of Rs. 2000/- (Rs. Two thousand only) is imposed on the Respondent. This amount shall be paid by Sh. Jaspal Singh, Public Information-cum- Deputy Director (Panchayats), Director Rural Development and Panchayats, Mohali as his personal liability. The Director, Rural Development and Panchayats shall ensure that this amount of penalty  is deducted from the salary of the Respondent and deposited in the Treasury under the relevant head.
