Shri Jaswinder Kumar places on record an affidavit in which he has stated that the consolidation of village Noor Bhaini has not been done. Therefore copy of masavi is not available in the office record.  He further states in the court that Masavi may be available with the office of Director Land Records, Jalandhar.  He further states that village Noor Bhaini falls within the municipal limits of Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana.
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2.

We, therefore, call upon the Respondent-PIO (Miss Pinki Devi- District Revenue Officer-cum-PIO) to show cause why penalty be not imposed upon her under Section 20 (1) of the RTI Act, 2005 for delay in supplying the information. She is also directed to show- cause why suitable compensation be not awarded to the appellant under Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act for the detriment and loss suffered by him on account of delay in the supply of information. The respondent is directed to file her affidavit showing cause as afore-mentioned within 15 days of the receipt of this order with a copy to the opposite party.

It is directed that the District Revenue Officer will get a copy of the Masavi from the office of Director Land Records, Jalandhar and supply the same to appellant before the next date of hearing. Case is fixed for further hearing on 20.08.2009.

ORDER

Brief history:

1.

During the hearing on 27.01.2009, no representative of the respondent was present in the court when the case was heard as per the statements made by the complainant. Directions were issued to the PIO respondent to attend the proceedings in person and to supply the information as per the requisition made by the complainant in his application and case was fixed for further hearing on 26.02.2009. However, after the hearing was over, Shri Shingara Singh, BDPO-cum-PIO and Shri Maninder Singh, Village Development Officer appeared before the Commission and stated that the information 
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demanded by the complainant of village Sahora Kandi, it falls in Block Hajipur, 

District Hoshiarpur and the complainant may be directed to get the information from the concerned public authority i.e. Block Development & Panchayats Officer, Hajipur, and the respondent pleaded that the case may be closed. 
Case was closed and the directions were given to the complainant to file a new application with the Block Development and Panchayats Officer, Hajipur, District Hoshiarpur for seeking the requisite information. 

2.

After getting the orders of the Commission, complainant made a representation to the Commission for re-opening the case and case was re-opened and fixed for hearing on 09.06.2009. During the hearing on 09.06.2009 no representative of the respondent was present and the case was adjourned and fixed for hearing on 09.07.2009 and the directions were issued to BDPO-cum-PIO to attend the proceedings along with the record as per the demand of the complainant and also why a penalty  be not imposed upon him.

3.

During today’s hearing Shri Shingara Singh, BDPO-cum-PIO and Shri Maninder Singh, VDO is present in the Court and the BDPO-PIO states that he has been appointed as Inquiry Officer by the Regional Deputy Director, Jalandhar to conduct the inquiry for the embezzlement of funds by the gram panchayat of village Sahora Kandi.  He further states that hearing was fixed on 11.04.2009. However, Shri Kewal krishan Bhatia could not make his presence 
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due to his pre-fixed appointment with the Deputy commissioner, Hoshiarpur and on his request meeting was postponed and fixed for 29.04.2009.  During the hearing on 29.04.2009 the complainant states that he has made a written submission.  BDPO-PIO states that during the hearing he has levelled allegations against him and he has requested the Regional Deputy Director, Jalandhar to appoint any other officer to conduct the inquiry of village Sahora Kandi and a copy of the same was also sent to the complainant. He further states that he has not conducted any inquiry of village Sahora Kandi and he has no knowledge whether any other officer has been entrusted to conduct the inquiry. He further states that as such no inquiry has been conducted by him and no report has been sent by him to the concerned authorities.  Shri Shingara Singh, respondent-PIO further states that village Sahora Kandi is in Block Hajipur, if he wants any information he should file an application with the concerned PIO – public authority and pleaded that case may be closed. 
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4.

Accordingly,  it is directed that if Shri Kewal Krishan Bhatia wants to get the information of village Sahora Kandi about the embezzlement of funds by the gram panchayat, he should ask from the concerned PIO and for the appointment of Inquiry Officer he should approach the Regional Deputy Director, Jalandhar.  Since no information is to be supplied in the instant case, as such there is no need to adjourn the case. It is in the interest of the case that it may be closed.  Accordingly the case is closed.
