ORDER

1.

The case was earlier fixed for 13.07.2010 but due to administrative reasons, the case was not taken up on that date and the next date of hearing was fixed for 17.09.2010 i.e. for today.

2.

Heard both the parties.

3.

As per directions given on the last date of hearing, Shri Harpal Singh, Panchayat Secretary and Shri Bhagat Ram,. Ex-Sarpanch of village Katta are present in the court along with original record relating to the Resolution register and lease patta register. From the perusal of the lease patta register, it reveals that during the auction of Panchayat land, school land, jungle land, shamlat and rakba charand etc no khasra number has been mentioned on the last page of patta register.   From the resolution register for the years 1984-85, 
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1986-87, 1987-88 and 1988-89 and similarly from the lease patta register for the year 1979-80, 1980-81, 1981-82 and 1982-83, it reveals that no khasra numbers have been written of the lease on patta register of village Katta. Shri Harpal Singh, Panchayat Secretary places on record list of documents which were made available to the complainant by the Panchayat Secretary and the Sarpanch of the village.

4.

The complainant, Shri Raghu Nath states that some of the record demanded by him has not yet been made available to him.  He insists that the documents relating to khasra number as mentioned in the writ petition decided by the Civil Judge on 16.12.2009 be supplied to him.

5.

Shri Harpal Singh and Shri Bhagat Ram brought to the notice of the Commission  that one Shri Daulat Ram, ex-sarpanch and Shri Hans Raj, Namberdar has got land transferred in the name of their relatives from the office of Director, Rural Development and Panchayats, Punjab, Chandigarh. Howeve, they state that the land transferred in the name of relatives of namberdar has since been cancelled by the Court and some cases are being heard by the Hon’ble High Court of Punjab and Haryana.

6.

On the perusal of the record it brings out that Panchayat land has been transferred in the name of relatives of ex-sarpanch and namberdar in connivance with he officials/officers of the Rural Development and Panchayats 
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and Revenue Departments.  The commission would like that Shri Joginder Kumar, Block Development & Panchayat Officer, Nurpur Bedi will submit his written statement clearly indicating the details of the land and the record transferred from one Panchayat to other Panchayat and the information, as per the demand of the complainant, be supplied on the next date of hearing. Shri Harpal Singh, Panchayat Secretary and Shri Bhagat Ram, ex-sarpanch state that no auction of the shamlat land and other Panchayat land has been made after the year 1988-89. However, auction of the jungle land and ghah baggar area measuring about 183 acres was being done which has  also been stopped now.

ORDER

1.

Shri Karamjit Singh son of Shri Bhajan Singh, resident of Bhogpur Road, Bhulath filed an application with the  Civil Surgeon-cum-PIO, Kapurthala on 13.05.2010 along with the requisite fee of Rs.10/- in the shape of Indian Postal Order.  He has demanded information on seven points and also as per his letter dated 09.02.2010 along with requisite fee of Rs. 10/- in addition to the fee already deposited by him. The PIO vide his letter No. RTI/2010/233, dated  21.05.2010, informed Shri Karamjit Singh, complainant, that the information demanded by him vide his letters mentioned above does not relate to the office of Civil Surgeon and the fee deposited by him is being returned.  Again the complainant requested the PIO-cum-Civil Surgeon to supply the information

Not getting any response from the PIO, he filed a complaint with the Commission on 11.06.2010 which was received in the commission office on 17.06.2010 against diary No. 11956.  Accordingly, the notice of hearing was issued to both the parties for today.

2.

The respondent, on behalf of PIO, states that the requisite information relating to the inquiry report along with documents has already been supplied to the complainant. However, the complainant states that one page of the inquiry report is missing and the inquiry report is not readable.  They have already replied back to the PIO to supply the readable/ legible, duly authenticated, copy of the inquiry report along with missing page and other documents as received from the hospital for conducting inquiry.  One set of documents is handed over to the complainant in the court today in my presence. It is directed that he will go through the documents as received from the office of Civil Surgeon within a day or two. It is also directed that the copy of the missing page be also supplied after getting it from the records of office of Principal Secretary to Govt. Punjab, Department of Health and Family Welfare.
