The Complainant brings to the notice of the Commission that during the last date of hearing the Respondent stated that  the information relating to
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 Para No.1 and 3 are  not available in their record.  Now, today the information relating to Para no. 1 has been supplied and the Respondent is stating that the information regarding Para No. 3 is not available.

It is made clear that the Complainant is free to take appropriate action in the court of law, if it comes to his notice that the information relating to Sr. No. 3 is available in the domain of the Public authority and this fact has been concealed by them.

  Since the information relating to Para No. 1 & 2 has been supplied to the Complainant and a certificate has been given in respect of Para  No. 3 by the P.I.O,   the case is disposed of.
