 Shri Tirath Singh, owner of the Flat No.4571-B and Shri Charan Dass, owner of Flat No.4571-A (First Floor)  who accompanied the Complainant bring to the notice of the Commission that Ms Sunita Sharma, R/o Flat No.4571-C has made heavy additions and alterations with the result that some cracks have developed in the walls and in the ceiling and they fear that the Flat(s) may fall down any time if any corrective measures are  not been taken by GMADA to remove the additions and alterations made by Ms Sunita Sharma in Flat No.4571-C. They further state that the foundation of these Flats are only up to the three Floors and the Lady had added one more Floor in Flat No.4571-C. They pleaded that Chief Administrator be directed to inspect the Flats. Shri Harjit Singh, Complainant made a submission of 8 (Eight) Photographs taken of the Houses No.4571-A, 4571-B and 4571-C. From the perusal of the Photographs, it is seen that massive illegal additions and alterations had been made by Ms Sunta Sharma, Resident of House No. 4571-C. The Complainant and the owners of the neighboring Houses No.4571-A and 4571-B also state that she has also encroached upon the common space in the stairs by erecting a solid steel Gate which is creating hindrance in the smooth movement of the residents of other Flats in the Block.
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4.

The Respondent states that the notices have been issued to Ms Sunita Sharma/Shri Ashok Kumar, Resident/Owner of the Flat No.4571-C, on 6.1.2007 and 29.6.2007 to appear before the Estate Officer on 26.7.2007.
