He has further intimated that he has 
received information only  from M. C. Ludhiana and M. C. Bathinda. He  has requested that the PIOs of M.C., Amritsar, Jalandhar and Patiala may be directed 
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to supply the information. He has further requested that necessary action as per the provisions of RTI Act, 2005 may be taken against the PIOs for the delay in the supply of information. 
3.

The Respondent on behalf of  M. C. Jalandhar states that information has been supplied to the Complainant vide letter No. 927/AC/g, dated 30.07.2009 regarding  the appointment of Shri Varinder Khanna, Clerk as Legal Assistant vide Punjab Government  order dated 02.12.1996.
4.

A perusal of file reveals that APIO-cum-Legal Advisor, Municipal Corporation, Amritsar has informed the Complainant vide Memo. No. LA(S)/APIO/60-61, dated 07.08.2009 that in CC-2287/2008 Shri Kulbir Singh, SIC has ordered on 19.2.2009 not to supply the information regarding appointment of Shri Sanjiv Soni as Legal Assistant, who is at present working as Legal Advisor in M. C. Amritsar, as a Writ Petition is pending in Hon’ble Punjab & Haryana High Court. 
5.

It is directed that case file of CC-2287/2008 be procured and attached with the instant case to facilitate appropriate decision in the instant case. 

6.

It is directed that information relating to M. C. Patiala be supplied  to the Complainant within a week.
7.

On the last date of hearing , Shri Bakhtawar Singh, PCS, Additional 
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Secretary, Local Government-cum-PIO was issued show-cause notice for imposing penalty upon him for the delay in the supply of information and awarding compensation to the Complainant for the detriment suffered by him. The Respondent states that Shri Bhakhtawar Singh has been transferred and after his transfer Shri Bhajan Singh, Under Secretary was appointed as PIO, who has since retired.  Principal Secretary, Local Government may appoint PIO in the Department at the earliest so that work may  not suffer. Accordingly, a decision will be taken on the next date of hearing regarding imposition of penalty on the PIO, responsible for the delay in the supply of information and awarding compensation to the Complainant.

PIOs of M.C. Jalandhar and Bathilnda are exempted from attending the further proceedings in the instant case as they have already supplied requisite information. PIOs of M. C. Patiala and Amritsar are directed to attend proceedings on the next date of hearing alongwith requisite information.
