2. Kindly let us know whether she was given relaxation in the qualification or experience for the same of her approval without amending the education code.
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3. Whether the then Secretary education used his discretionary powers for the sake of approval or it was issued through the legislation passed by Government of Punjab.

ORDER

Appellant vide his RTI Application dated 7.2.2012, addressed to the PIO, O/o DM, PUNSUP, Ferozepur sought the following information on three points:-

a)
List/acquaintance roll of employees of Punsup Ferozepur due to be paid arrears w.e.f. 01.01.2006 as per recommendations of the 6th Pay Commission.

b)
List of paid amount of above arrears to the employees of Punsup Ferozepur along with the date of payment – copy of the acquaintance roll or the concerned pages of the payment register showing date of payment made.

c)
Copy of this internal communication/letter showing information given by Amla Branch/other relevant branch of the Distt. Office of recoveries due and established against the employees till the payment of arrears made to him/them.
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Failing to get any response within a period of 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, the appellant filed first appeal with the First Appellate Authority Shri Pardeep Kumar, DM, Punsup, Ferozepur, second appeal was filed with the Commission vide letter dated 9.5.12, and notice of hearing was issued to the parties for today I.e. 3.7.2012.

The case file has been perused.  It is observed that the PIO, O/o the DM, Punsup, Ferozeopur has supplied information vide letter No.2532 dated 2.7.12.  The appellant is, therefore, directed to point out discrepancies or deficiencies, if any, to the Respondent-PIO within a period of seven days, who  will remove the deficiencies and shall provide the remaining information to the appellant within a further period of ten days, free of cost, duly attested under registered cover.

Sh.Jagat Singh, PIO shall be present personally on the next date of hearing with one spare copy of complete supplied information, failing which the penalty provisions of the RTI Act, 2005 shall be invoked against him.
