The PIO-cum-Executive Officer, Municipal Council, Gobindgarh vide letter No. 63, dated 05.08.2011 sent reply to the applicant that the information sought by him is quite voluminous which may take 3 months period to prepare the same. Dis-satisfied with the reply of the Executive Officer, Shri Major Singh filed a complaint with the Commission  on  19.10.2011. Accordingly,  Notice of Hearing was issued to both the parties for today.
2.

During hearing it is observed that the reply sent by the PIO-cum-Executive Officer, Municipal Council, Gobindgarh is cryptic and irrelevant. He
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should have either written to the Complainant either for depositing additional fee 
as document charges under the provisions of Section 7(3) of the RTI Act, 2005 or should have taken cognizance of the voluminous information sought by the Complainant under the provisions of Section 7(9) of the Act ibid. Therefore,  the PIO-cum-Executive Officer, Municipal Council, Gobindgarh is directed  to call the complainant on any working day within a period of 10 days and  ask him to seek specific information running into not more than 250 pages as information has to be provided unless it would disproportionately divert the resources of Public Authority as provided under Section 7(9) of RTI Act, 2005.   He may also be asked to inspect the record and identify the information required by him. The information identified by the Complainant after the inspection of record be supplied to him positively before the next date of hearing after receiving document charges.  The PIO-cum-Executive Officer, Municipal Council, Gobindgarh shall be personally present on the next date of hearing  alongwith a copy of the information so supplied to the Complainant.
