PIO was directed to provide point-wise, correct and attested information to the appellant.  Disciplinary proceedings under Section 20(2) of RTI Act, 2005 were also recommended against Sh.Jagat Singh, Auditor, office of District Manager, PUNSUP, Ferozepur, for persistently failing to provide the information without any reasonable cause within time specified under Section 7(1) of RTI Act and for not giving point wise, correct information to the appellant.  Similarly, Public Authority in the department of PUNSUP was also directed to pay compensation of Rs.3000/- (Rupees Three Thousand only) to the appellant as mandated under Section 19(8)(b) of RTI Act, 2005 for loss and harassment suffered by the appellant in seeking information in time and the case was adjourned to today for further hearing.
Sh.Jagat Singh, Auditor, office of District Manager, PUNSUP, Ferozepur states that the point-wise information has been supplied to the appellant vide letter No.2399 dated 27/28.6.12. Regarding point No.5, it has been stated that official concerned working in their office has reported that the said letter has neither been received in their office nor dealt with.

Sh.Vijay Deep, APIO, O/o MD, PUNSUP, Sector 34-A, Chandigarh states that in compliance with the orders of the Commission dated 6.6.12, necessary directions have been issued to DM, PUNSUP, Ferozepur vide letter No.11638 dated 6.8.12, for payment of amount of compensation to the appellant, and accordingly, an amount of Rs.3000/- has been paid by the office of DM, PUNSUP, Ferozepur vide Cheque No.076344 dated 17.8.12 to Sh.Sukhdev Raj Sharma, Appellant. Accordingly. the PIO-cum-Joint Secretary, Department of Food & Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs, Punjab, Chandigarh was afforded last opportunity to provide the complete, correct, duly authenticated information as per the RTI Application of the Appellant dated 3.9.2011, free of cost within a period of ten days by registered post, failing which the penalty provisions contained in Section 20(1)(2) and Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005 would be invoked against him/Public Authority.  It was also ordered that an officer not below the level of APIO be deputed to attend the hearing on next date as none attended the Commission on 28.6.12.

Sh.Kulwant Singh, Supdt. appearing on behalf of Respondent-PIO states that the reply has been sent to the appellant.


I have perused the reply sent by the PIO under his signatures, which is not found to be satisfactory.


Therefore, Respondent-PIO is directed to supply point-wise, complete, correct and duly authenticated information to the complainant free of cost immediately.


 Sh.Kulwant Singh, Supdt. appearing on behalf of Respondent-PIO assures that the information shall be provided to the appellant within a day or two positively.


Sh.Kulwant Singh, Supdt. appearing on behalf of Respondent-PIO has been apprised about the next date of hearing.

Adjourned to 23.8.2012 at 11.00 AM for further proceedings.
