ORDER

Complainants, vide RTI application dated 08.08.2011 addressed to the BDPO, Block Khera, District Fatehgarh Sahib, sought information on 11 points pertaining to Gram Panchayat village Gadhera, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib. PIO-cum-BDPO Block Khera, transferred the RTI application of the Complainants vide letter No.2602 dated 17.8.11 to Sh.Harpreet Singh, Panchayat Secretary-cum-PIO, Gram Panchayat Gadhera under Section 6(3) of the RTI Act, 2005 with the direction to provide the requisite RTI information directly to the Complainants.  Failing to get any response as mandated under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005, a complaint was filed with the Commission vide letter dated 10.01.2012 and accordingly, notice of hearing was issued to both the parties for 14.3.12.

Perusal of the file reveal that despite notice of hearing for 14.3.12 and thereafter for 3.5.12, none was present on behalf of Respondent-PIO. Therefore, vide orders dated 3.5.12, directions were given to the Director, Rural Development & Panchayats, Mohali to ensure compliance of the orders of the Commission and only then the Respondent-PIO attended the hearing on 12.6.12.
During the hearing held  on 12.6.12, it was observed that the respondent PIO-cum-BDPO, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt.Fatehgarh Sahib has not tendered any explanation in writing explaining the reasons for delay caused in supplying the information to the complainant. It was further observed that Sh.Harpreet Singh was posted as Panchayat Secretary of Village Gadhera, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt.Fatehgarh Sahib for the last one year, but the information has been supplied by him on 10.6.12despite the fact that the RTI application is dated 08.08.2011. 

The PIO-cum-Panchayat Secretary, Sh. Harpreet Snigh was, therefore, directed to explain the reasons in writing justifying the delay caused in supplying the information to the complainant. He was also directed to explain as to why the provisions of section 20 (1) (2) and Section 19 (8) (b) of the RTI Act 2005 be invoked against him. 
BDPO Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib was also directed to comply with the order dated 03.05.2012.


Sh. Godawar Singh now Panchayat Secretary, V. Gadhera, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib, who had joined as such on 15.1.2012 was also directed to explain in writing the reasons for delay  in supplying the information to the complainant.


Smt.Ravinder Kaur, BDPO, Block Khera, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib, states that she has recently joined as BDPO Khera  and Sh.Kirpal Singh, was posted as BDPO, Khera.  It is observed that since the original application of the Complainants was transferred to the PIO-cum-Panchayat Secretary, Village Gadhera, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib, by the BDPO, Khera,  vide letter No.2602 dated 17.8.11, the show cause notice issued under section 20 (1) (2) and Section 19 (8) (b) of the RTI Act 2005, to BDPO, Block Khera, is dropped.

Sh.Godawar Singh, Panchayat Secretary, V. Gadhera, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib, states that he did not take over the charge  and the relevant record was with Sh.Harpret Singh, Panchayat Secretary, and,  therefore, the requisite RTI information was to be supplied by Sh.Harpreet Singh, Panchayat Secretary.

The reply submitted by the BDPO and averments made in the affidavits of Sh.Harpreet Singh and Sh.Godawar Singh, Panchayat Secretaries, Village Gadhera, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib, have been perused.  During hearing, it also came out that Sh.Godawar Singh, Panchayat Secretary, V. Gadhera, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib though joined, as such, on 15.1.12, but he had not assumed the charge that is why the information was provided by earlier Panchayat Secretary, Village Gadhera to the Complainant on 10.6.12.  Sh.Harpreet Singh, Panchayat Secretary, Village Gadhera, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib, has also confirmed that the information sought by the Complainants vide RTI application dated 8.8.11 relates to his period and complete information has been provided by him to the Complainants on 10.6.12 through registered post.


The Commission has thus reached at the conclusion that though RTI application dated 8.8.11 of the Complainants was transferred to Sh.Harpreet Singh, Panchayat Secretary, V. Gadhera, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib by the BDPO Khera vide letter No.2602 dated 17.8.11, under Section 6(3) of the RTI Act, 2005 with the direction to provide the requisite RTI information directly to the Complainants,  the information was provided to the Complainants on 10.6.12,  i.e. after more than 10 months.


Section 20(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 provides that “where the Central Information Commission or the State Information Commission, as the case may be, at the time of deciding any complaint or appeal is of the opinion that the Central Public Information Officer or the State Public Information Officer, as the case may be, has, without any reasonable cause, refused to receive an application for information or has not furnished information within the time specified under sub-section (1) of section 7 or malafidely denied the request for information or knowingly given incorrect, incomplete or misleading information or destroyed information which was the subject of the request or obstructed in any manner in furnishing the information, it shall impose a penalty of two hundred and fifty rupees each day till application is received or information is furnished, so however, the total amount of such penalty shall not exceed twenty-five thousand rupees”
In view of these facts, it is evidently clear that PIO, Sh.Harpreet Singh, Panchayat Secretary, Village Gadhera, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib has not furnished information within the time specified under sub-section (1) of section 7 of the RTI Actl, 2005. He took the RTI application of the Complainants in a casual and neglect manner and miserably failed to discharge his official duties entrusted upon him under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005, Commission, therefore,  imposes a penalty of Rs.5,000/- (Rupees Five Thousand Only) upon the PIO -  Sh.Harpreet Singh, Panchayat Secretary, Village Gadhera, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib, for the considerable and unwarranted delay caused in providing the information.  This amount is to be recovered by the BDPO, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib, from the salary of Sh.Harpreet Singh, Panchayat Secretary, Village Gadhera, Block Khera, Tehsil Bassi Pathana, Distt. Fatehgarh Sahib and to be deposited in the State Treasury under the relevant head, within a month’s time.  An attested copy of the receipted challan shall be presented before the Commission on the next date of hearing for its records.

ORDER


On the last date of hearing i.e. on 12.6.12, It was observed that information only on point NO.1, 2, 3, and 5, which relates to Xen Horticulture , Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana, had been supplied to the complainant on 01.05.2012 whereas no information on the remaining points i.e. point No.4, 6,7 and 8 has been supplied. The PIO-cum- Addl. Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Ludiiana, Sh. Ajay Sood, was therefore, directed to ensure that the remaining information is supplied to the complainant within two weeks’ time. He was also directed to furnish a self-attested affidavit explaining the reasons for delay in providing the information to the complainant in respect of his RTI application dated 12.12.2011 and also explain in  writing as to why provisions of section 20 (1) (2) and section 19 (8) (b) of the RTI Act 2005 be not invoked against him and hearing was adjourned to today.
In the written reply given by Joint Commissioner-cum-PIO, Zone-D, MC, Ludhiana, received in the Commission's office, it has been stated that the information relating to para 4 & 6 has been supplied by Health Officer of the Corporation vide his letter dated 2.5.12 to the complainant and information mentioned in para 7 & 8 of the application has been supplied to the Complainant by PIO-D(B&R), MC, Ludhiana vide his letter dated 9.5.12.  
Regarding delay in providing the information to the Complainant, Joint Commissioner-cum-PIO, Zone-D, MC, Ludhiana, has stated that as all the staff of MC Ludhiana remained deployed on election duty in connection with Vidhan Sabha Elections, therefore, the delay may be condoned.

Keeping in view the explanation given by Joint Commissioner-cum-PIO, Zone-D, MC, Ludhiana, though the show cause notice issued to Sh. Ajay Sood, Joint Commissioner-cum-PIO, Zone-D, MC, Ludhiana, under section 20 (1) (2) and section 19 (8) (b) of the RTI Act 2005, is dropped because of facts that he is posted as SDM(East), Ludhiana and was holding the additional charge of Joint Commissioner, M.C., Ludhiana, Zone-D, and thus could be said to be busy with election work.
But as regards information relating to point no.4,6,7 &8 of the RTI application, the Complainant states that he has been provided this information relating to his RTI application in Complaint case CC-No.291, but no information on point no.4,6,7 &8 of the RTI application in CC No.292 so far been provided to him.

After discussing the point-wise information sought by the Complainant with the officials of Municipal Corporation, Ludhiana, it has been gathered that the information on point No.4 is to be provided by the PIO-cum-Xen(Horticulture) Shri Surinder Kumar and information on point No.6, 7 & 8 is to be provided by PIO-cum-SE(B&R) Sh.Dharam Singh, Municipal Corporation, Zone-D, Ludhiana.


PIO-cum-Xen(Horticulture) Shri Surinder Kumar, Municipal Corporation, Zone-D, Ludhiana and PIO-cum-SE(B&R) Sh.Dharam Singh, Municipal Corporation, Zone-D, Ludhiana, are therefore, directed to supply point-wise, complete, correct and duly authenticated information relating to their branches, to the complainant free of cost under registered cover within a period of ten days.


Shri Surinder Kumar, Municipal Corporation, Zone-D, Ludhiana and PIO-cum-SE(B&R) Sh.Dharam Singh, Municipal Corporation, Zone-D, Ludhiana, shall be personally present on the next date of hearing with one spare copy of the supplied information to the Complainant for information and record of the Commission.

ORDER


In its order dated 29.5.12, Bench had issued show cause notice to PIO-cum-EO, MC, Zirakpur to explain in writing in the shape of affidavit as to why the provision of section 20 (1) (2) and 19 (8) (b) of the RTI Act 2005 be not invoked against him. He was also afforded an opportunity of hearing on 10.07.2012. On this dated i.e. 10.7.12, the PIO-cum-EO, MC, Zirakpur was neither present nor any information had been received in the Commission explaining his absence.


It was observed that the PIO-cum-EO, MC Zirakpur had taken the directions of the Commission in a casual way. The case file has been perused.  It is observed that despite directions of the Commission vide orders dated 29.5.12 & 10.7.12 as well as directions issued by the office of Director, Local Government, Punjab, Establishment Branch vide letter dated 30.7.12, the PIO-cum-EO, MC Zirakpur, is neither present nor any information has been received in the Commission explaining his position.  

Sh.Parvinder Singh, Superintendent, MC, Zirakpur, appearing  on behalf of the Respondent-PIO states that Executive Officer, MC, Zirakpur had to proceed to attend an important case before the Hon’ble Punjab & Haryana High Court, therefore, a short date may be given to the PIO-cum-EO, MC Zirakpur for compliance of Commission's orders.

Appellant is also not present.  Request of Sh.Parvinder Singh, Superintendent, MC, Zirakpur, appearing  on behalf of the Respondent-PIO, is acceded to.

On the last date of hearing i.e. on 12.7.12, Respondents present submitted that with vigorous efforts, they were able to locate the service book in question and that the same was with the Govt. Sr. Secondary School, Sector 40, Chandigarh as the applicant-complainant remained on deputation with the U.T. Administration.   However, no information had been provided to the complainant. 


Therefore, PIO-B.E.O. Mohali was directed to provide the requisite complete relevant information to the complainant duly authenticated, free of cost, by registered post, within a period of three weeks under intimation to the Commission and case was adjourned to to-day for further proceedings. 


S. Rachhpal Singh, BPEO Kharar-I states that the requisite RTI information has been provided to the Complainant Ms.Dalbir Kaur on 13.7.12.  He has also placed on record a copy of acknowledgement given by the Complainant while receiving the documents.

In view of the above, the case is disposed of and closed.

ORDER


On the last date of hearing i.e. on 12.7.12, none was present on behalf of respondents and Ms. Anita Rani submitted that no information had been provided to her.

Therefore, an opportunity was granted to the respondent-Principal, Sr. Secondary School (Boys), Bhawanigarh, District Sangrur / D.P.I. (SE) Punjab, Chandigarh to provide complete relevant information to the complainant within a period of three week’s time, under intimation to the Commission and hearing was adjourned to today.

The case file has been perused.  It is observed that a vague reply has been sent to the appellant by PIO-cum-Assistant Director (School Administration), Establishment-2 Branch, O/o DPI(SE), Punjab vide letter No.24/65-2012, Estt-2(1), dated 17.7.12 that there is no provision to provide the sought information under Section 2(f) of the RTI Act, 2005 and  letter No.1/16/2011 issued by the Central Government.

The Commission observe that Ms. Anita Rani, vide her RTI application dated 21.09.2011 sought very simple information regarding no. of cases received for approval of conveyance allowance to handicapped employees,  no. of cases approved and  the no. of cases pending along with reasons therefore from 2008 till date. 

i) Therefore, Sh. Savan Iqbal Singh, PIO-cum-Assistant Director (School Administration), O/o Director of Public Instructions (SE), Punjab, PSEB Building, Sector 62, Mohali, is directed to supply point-wise, complete, correct and duly authenticated information to the complainant free of cost under registered cover within a period of ten days: 
ii) Sh. Savan Iqbal Singh, PIO-cum-Assistant Director (School Administration), O/o Director of Public Instructions (SE), Punjab, PSEB Building, Sector 62, Mohali, is also directed to explain in  writing as to why the provisions of Section 20(1)(2) and Section 19 (8) (b) of the RTI Act, 2005 be not invoked against him for willfully delaying and denying the information and for the loss and/or other detriments suffered by the appellant in seeking RTI information.

iii) Sh.Savan Iqbal Singh, PIO-cum-Assistant Director (School Administration), O/o Director of Public Instructions (SE), Punjab, PSEB Building, Sector 62, Mohali, shall be personally present on the next date of hearing  with one spare copy of the supplied information to the appellant for information and  record of the Commission.

ORDER


Appellant Shri Jaswinder Singh, vide RTI application dated 3.9.2011 addressed to the PIO, O/o Director, Food Supplies & Consumer Affairs, Punjab, Chandigarh, sought the following information:

 I).
Photocopy of seniority list of Junior Auditor working in Deptt. of Food Civil Supplies Punjab.

II).
Supply of information regarding action taken on Amla 2422 dated 1.12.2010 & Amla 1590 dt. 25.8.11 by the Director & Deptt.

III).
Supply photocopy of speaking order by Director in both above mentioned.


Since PIO, O/o Director, Food Supplies & Consumer Affairs, Punjab, Chandigarh, did not supply complete RTI information to applicant-Sh.Jaswinder Singh, within 30 days as mandated under Section 7(1) of the RTI Act, 2005, he filed first appeal with the Secretary/Appellate Authority, Department of Food Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs, Government of Punjab, Mini Secretariat, Sector 9, Chandigarh, vide his letter dated 30.11.2011 and thereafter preferred second appeal with the Commission, received in it on 2.5.2012, and accordingly, notice of hearing was issued to the parties for 28.6.2012.


On 28.6.12, Sh.Jaswinder Singh, Appellant brought out that he had been provided the information by the PIO-cum-Joint Secretary, Food & Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs department, Punjab, Chandigarh vide letter No.1083 dated 21.6.2012, but the same was incomplete and no information on point no.2 had been provided to him.  


Therefore, the PIO-cum-Joint Secretary, Department of Food & Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs, Punjab, Chandigarh was afforded last opportunity to provide complete, correct, duly authenticated information as per the RTI Application of the Appellant dated 3.9.2011, free of cost within a period of ten days by registered post, failing which the penalty provisions contained in Section 20(1)(2) and Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005 would be invoked against him/Public Authority and hearing was adjourned to 21.8.12.  


Since despite directions of the Commission, incomplete information was provided to the appellant vide letter No.1696 dated 30.7.12, Respondent-PIO was again directed to supply point-wise, complete, correct and duly authenticated information to the complainant free of cost immediately and hearing was adjourned to 23.8.2012 for further proceedings.


To-day, Sh.Kulwant Singh, Supdt., appearing on behalf of Respondent-PIO states that complete information as per RTI application of the appellant has been provided to the appellant vide letter No.1891 dated 22.08.2012.


Thus, an undisputed fact that has come on record is that in response to the original application dated 03.09.2011 made by the applicant-appellant to the Director/PIO, Department of Food Supplies & Consumer Affairs, Punjab, Chandigarh, the information has been provided by the PIO-cum-Joint Secretary, Food Supplies & Consumer Affairs, Punjab, only on 22.08.2012 i.e. with a delay of about one year.   Thus in exercise of the powers conferred on the Commission under Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005, a compensation to the tune of Rs. 3,000/- (Rupees Three Thousand Only) is awarded to the appellant Sh.Jaswinder Singh, which is payable to him by the Public Authority i.e. Department of Food Supplies & Consumer Affairs, Punjab, Chandigarh within a period of one month through  Bank draft through the Director Food & Civil supplies and Consumer Affairs, Punjab, Jeevan Deep Building, Sector-17, Chandigarh.  

PIO  o/o Director Food & Civil supplies and Consumer Affairs, Punjab shall furnish photocopy of Bank Draft with forwarding letter under his signatures as proof of compensation having paid to the appellant, on the next date of hearing.

Adjourned to 13.9.12 at 11.00 AM for compliance.
