ORDER


The appellant Col. Vinay Mohan had given an application under the RTI Act, 2005 on 27.11.2011 to the PIO, O/o Deputy Commissioner, Mohali, who under Section 6(3) of the Act ibid, transferred the same to PIO-cum-EO, Municipal Council, Zirakpur for providing information regarding the residential project ‘Onyxe Paraiso’ under MC Zirakpur on two counts, i.e. (i) the electrical connections given to the occupants of residential project ‘Onyxe Paraiso’ ; (ii) the requisite clearance from competent authority i.e. MC Zirakpur for obtaining the electrical connections.


In its order dated 29.5.12, Bench had issued show cause notice to PIO-cum-EO, MC, Zirakpur to explain in writing in the shape of affidavit as to why the provision of section 20 (1) (2) and 19 (8) (b) of the RTI Act 2005 be not invoked against him. He was also afforded an opportunity of hearing on 10.07.2012, i.e. today.

The PIO-cum-EO, MC, Zirakpur is neither present on today’s hearing nor any information has been received in the Commission explaining his absence.


After perusing the case file, it is observed that the PIO-cum-EO, MC Zirakpur has taken the directions of the Commission in a casual way.  He has neither furnished the affidavit explaining the reasons of delay in providing the information nor he is present to explain his position in this matter.  Therefore, he is provided last opportunity to be present here in the Commission on the next date of hearing i.e. on 23.8.12 at 11.00 AM and also to comply with the directions of the Commission dated 29.5.12 in letter and spirit. 
Director, Local Government, Punjab, Juneja Building, Sector 17, Chandigarh, is given the responsibility to ensure that the requisite information as per the RTI application dated 27.11.2011 is supplied to the appellant by the PIO, Municipal Council, Zirakpur within a period of two weeks from today, i.e.10.7.2012.


The case is fixed for further hearing on 23.08.2012 at 11.00 A.M.
