During the proceedings, today, the complainant was asked to justify the public interest involved in requiring this information. The complainant is unable to justify the same.  It also transpires, that information was supplied vide letter No. 111 dated 12.12.2008.  The complainant however, requests that the respondent be penalized for the delay in providing information.

In view of the foregoing, the PIO respondent will make a written submission by 31.03.2009 explaining reasons for the delay in providing information.
