The PIO/ Respondent was to submit an affidavit showing cause as to why penalty not be imposed on him for the delay in providing information.
2. During the proceedings, today, it transpires that no response has been provided so far to the observations submitted by the appellant on 27.01.2009. The respondent however, has submitted an affidavit dated 24.03.2009. The respondent requests for additional time to fulfil the requirements of Section 4 of the RTI Act 2005. 

3. Accordingly, the respondent is directed to provide deficient information to the appellant by 01.05.2009 and also upload the requisite information as per Section 4 of the RTI Act 2005. .
