It is further observed that the record is 36-37 years old and the complainant has been intimated vide letter dated 28.03.2013 that the efforts have been made to trace the said record but without success. The complainant is satisfied with the reply of the PIO. It is observed that there is no malafide on the part of PIO office of Deputy Commissioner, Roop Nagar in not providing the requisite information sought by the complainant. In view of aforementioned, the case is closed and disposed of.
