Sukhwinder Singh was absent on the last date of hearing and 
he is again absent from today’s hearing without any intimation to the Commission. He has neither pointed-out any deficiency in the information supplied to him, to the respondent-PIO, nor approached the Commission with any contrary claim  in that regard.
In view of the above, it is assumed that the appellant is satisfied with the 
information supplied to him and  does not wish to pursue his case further.



In view of the above, the case is disposed of and closed.

ORDER



On the last date of hearing, on 28.08.2012, Sh. Joginder Singh Dutta, Supdt. of office of District Session and Sessions Judge, Amritsar had brought original record in connection of which information has been sought for by the appellant for offering an opportunity to the appellant to inspect the same, identify the information and take certified copies of the same. Sh. Joginder Singh Dutta had also submitted a reply in connection with show-cause issued to him on  21.06.2012. And the same was dropped after carrying out the examination of the same as I found it satisfactory.


The appellant – Sh. Davinder Singh, who was absent on the last date of hearing, through a letter dated 27.08.2012, which was received in the Commission vide Diary No. 14748 dated 28.08.2012, demanded that action should be taken against Mr. Dutta. In that letter, the appellant had also mentioned that he had never demanded that Mr. Dutta should bring original record into the Commission to inspect the same.



In another letter, which was received in the Commission vide Diary No.19471 dated dated 01.11.2012, the appellant again demanded that action should be taken against respondent-PIO as per provisions of the RTI Act. He also raised objections over the dropping of the show-cause issued to Mr. Dutta.


He also alleged that whenever he demanded to bring the original case-file in the Commission was written by him on 01.08.2012 under pressure from the Commission.


I have gone through the contents of the letter written by the appellant – Sh. Davinder Singh which was received in the Commission vide Diary No. 19471. After examining the 
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documents placed on record, I am of the strong view that the appellant is making an  issue of non-issue. And making repeated demands to dictate his terms to the Commission instead of allowing the Commission to function as per provisions of the RTI Act.


Moreover, when the appellant came to know that the inspection of relevant official record will not fetch him any information, which could fulfill his ‘desires’, he made a statement that he has demanded inspection of official-record under pressure of the Commission.


I am also of the strong-view that as far as the information is concerned that has been supplied as per record held in his custody.



Sh. Sandeep Singh, Clerk,  who appeared on behalf of the respondent, today also brought the original record with him for inspection. 

The appellant - Mr. Davinder Singh has again demanded action against the 

respondent-PIO.
The appellant  has been given repeated opportunities to inspect he record so that 
he can satisfy himself. The respondent-PIO had neither denied any information to him nor trying to deny the same. 



In view of the above, the case is disposed of and closed.
