Today is the 4th hearing in this case and it is for the first time that a representative of the Respondent PIO has made an appearance.  He says that Ms. Surjit Kaur is the PIO.  
2.

The Complainant’s request for information is dated 07.11.2008.  His representative says that no information has been provided till to-date.

3.

For not giving any response to the RTI application dated 07.11.2008, a show cause notice was issued to the PIO under Section 20(1) of the RTI Act on 04.05.2009, and she was directed to submit an Affidavit not later than 03.06.2009, as to why information has been delayed and why penalty be not imposed upon her.  
4.

On the next date of hearing, i.e. 03.06.2009, there was no appearance by the Respondent nor did she submit an Affidavit.  
5.

One last opportunity was given to the PIO, Ms. Surjit Kaur on 03.06.2009 to file an Affidavit before the next date of hearing i.e. 01.07.2009.  Even today, no Affidavit has been filed by the PIO.  
6.

It is assumed that PIO has nothing to state in response to the opportunities given to her to file an Affidavit.  Therefore, under Section 20(1) a penalty of Rs. 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty Five Thousand Only) is imposed upon Ms. Surjit Kaur, PIO, DPI(SE), Punjab, Chandigarh.  Prima-facie this is a case, wherein, disciplinary action is required to be initiated against the PIO under service rules applicable to her.  Therefore, under Section 20(2), it is recommended that disciplinary action be initiated against her by the Competent Authority.  
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7.

The amount of penalty will be recovered in installments from her salary while ensuring that the carry home salary for any particular month does not fall below the prescribed limit and the penalty is deposited in the treasury.  The competent authority concerned is directed to report compliance of this to the Commission, not later than 25.11.2009. 
8.

I direct the PIO to supply the requisite information to the Complainant, duly attested as per record, through registered post, before the next date of hearing and send a copy of information to the Commission.

9.

A copy of this order be sent to the Chief Secretary as well as Secretary, School Education, to take cognizance of the working of the office of the DPI (SE), Punjab, Chandigarh and to ensure implementation of the order.
