Vide my order dated 06.04.2009, I had reserved order regarding the imposition of penalty on the Respondent for the delay in providing information to the Complainant.

2.

The Complainant had sought information about property No. 1435/1, Ram Nagar, Civil Lines, Ludhiana.  Initially, request for information was submitted on 30.05.2006 and thereafter, there has been protracted correspondence between the Complainant and the Respondent. In fact, the Complainant has submitted two more applications, on 11.09.2006 and 02.11.2006, seeking additional information regarding the same property. 
3.

During proceedings on 02.03.2009, it transpired that information demanded on 30.05.2006, was supplied to the Complainant on 04.09.2006.  Thus, the case regarding supply of information was, accordingly, closed.  However, the Complainant felt aggrieved due to the delay in providing the information and requested that the Respondent be penalized under the provisions of Section 20(1) of the RTI Act for delay in providing the information.  Accordingly, the Respondent PIO was directed to submit an affidavit justifying reasons for the delay in supplying the information and why penalty not ben imposed upon him for delay in supplying the information.

The Respondent PIO accordingly submitted an Affidavit dated 04.04.2009, which has been taken on record.

I have carefully perused all documents placed on record and I am of the view, especially after perusing the Affidavit submitted by the Respondent,, that the Respondent has provided information to the Complainant from time to time as was available on record.  There has been no deliberate delay in providing information. In fact, the Respondent states in Para 4 of his affidavit that “the Complainant was also conveyed about the status of case on the same date and he noted it.  The Complainant was clarified that the progress of this case will be intimated in due course”. 
The Respondent has also highlighted that the case files from which the desired documents were to be given were not available in the office record initially.  These had to be located and information provided to the Complainant.

6.

I am, therefore, of the view that the delay in providing copies of the record was neither willful nor intentional.  I, thus, find this case as not a fit case for imposing any penalty upon the Respondent.
