Arguments in this case were heard on 15.02.2010 and the order was reserved.



This case was last heard on 15.01.2010.  It was noted in the order that copy of bill of Rs. 3,91,059/- which was cashed on 27.03.1997 was not provided to the complainant.  None appeared on behalf of the District Education Officer (Primary) Barnala whereas Smt. Sheela Devi, APIO & Block Primary Education Officer, Barnala was present on 24.09.2009.  A copy of this order was also sent to the Block Primary Education Officer, Barnala and A.G. (A & E) Punjab, Chandigarh.  A.G. Punjab Chandigarh vide his letter No. DC-8/MISC/09-10/605 dated 19.03.2010 has informed Block Primary Education Officer, Barnala that A.G. Punjab Office preserves the vouchers for a period of three years only which are received from the Treasury Office.  These are destroyed after this period whereas according to Punjab Govt. instructions / rules, preservation of office copies of pay and other bills is more than this period.    In this case, Drawing & Disbursing Officer was required to search its own records and supply a copy of the relevant bill demanded by the complainant.  However, respondent has side tracked the matter and referred the matter to the A.G. Punjab for supplying a copy of the bill demanded by the complainant.



The original application for information was made by the complainant on 22.08.2008 but complete information has not yet been supplied to the complainant.  Notice for imposition of penalty vide order dated 19.08.2009 was sent to the District Education Officer (Primary) Barnala. Smt. Sheela Devi, Block Primary Education Officer cum APIO also came present on 19.08.2009, after the hearing of the case was over.   She was also ordered to give reply to the show cause notice in compliance of this order.    It is clear

from the record that she informed the complainant about all the points except copy of the bill amounting to Rs. 3,91,059/- referred to above.   Rest of the information has been supplied though delayed and no justification of delay in reply to the show cause notice has been given.



In view of the delay of more than 10 months in supply of information by the Block Primary Education Officer, Barnala – Smt. Sheela Devi, a penalty of Rs. 25,000/- is imposed on her.   The amount of penalty so imposed should be deposited in Govt. Treasury under the relevant head of account, within a period of one month. 



A copy of this order be also sent to the Secretary, School Education, DPI and D.E.O. (Primary) Barnala to ensure compliance of the order. 



Also the information i.e. copy of pay bill No. 248-AP dated 27.03.1997 for Rs. 3,91,059/- may be supplied to the complainant within the above stipulated period of one month.  In case it has been misplaced, an enquiry be conducted and disciplinary action by the DPI (Pb) be initiated for causing loss of the financial voucher.   All this process should be completed within a period of one month.
