This case was heard on 09.03.2009 when Sh. Avtar Singh complainant and Sh. Tarlochan Singh, ADTO, Ludhiana were present. 



This case was heard on 26.11.2008 and 17.12.2008 and later on 09.03.2009. It was found that information demanded by the complainant was delivered to him and the order regarding imposition of penalty was kept reserved. I have examined all the case file and relevant facts brought on record, it is found that the delay in supply of information under the RTI Act by the respondent is neither deliberate nor intentional which may justify imposition of penalty under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005. As the information in question has already been supplied to the complainant within a short period by the respondent, the notice for imposition of penalty as contained in order dated 07.12.2008 is hereby discharged.

This case was last heard on 09.03.2009 when the complainant did not come Sh. Harchand Singh, Supdtt/APIO and Sh. Gulzar Singh, Jr. Asstt came present and decision was reserved. 



In this case, the information was provided to complainant and he was satisfied with the material supplied to him. The order regarding imposition of penalty and grant of compensation were reserved. 



I have perused the case file and facts of the case.  It is evident that the respondent has supplied the information on 28.08.08 which was demanded by the complainant on 13.02.08, without charging deficient fee under the RTI Act. The respondent has also explained that delay in supply of information was not intentional and it was due to some unavoidable circumstances. I, therefore, do not impose any penalty under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005. As regards demand of complainant regarding grant of compensation I find that a compensation of Rs. 1000/- be granted to complainant for detriment suffered by him to procure the information. Besides this the respondent is also directed that in future he should promptly depose of the request for information under the RTI Act within the stipulated period. 



The amount of compensation should be paid to complainant within 15 days under intimation to Commission.
