Even though the letter was transferred to the District Transport Officer, Mansa on 19.11.08, no information is provided by the District Transport Officer, Mansa.  In any case, it is the duty of State Transport commissioner, Office of State Transport, Chandigarh to provide this information since it was not transferred within the stipulated period of five days.  Directions are also given to the District Transport Officer, Mansa to provide this information within 15 days otherwise action pertaining to show cause notice will be initiated.

On the last date of hearing, i.e. 18.02.09, it was directed that the PIO shall send the information to the complainant on point No.6 forthwith and that he shall explain the reasons for denying information on point No.5 within 15 days.  Despite the directions given vide my order dated 18.02.09, the respondent PIO has not sent any written submission showing as to how the information on point No.5 is not disclosable.   He has also not come present today at the hearing.  Under these circumstances, I am left with no option but to hold that the information demanded by the complainant on point No.5 is not exempt from disclosure under any provision of the RTI Act, 2005.  Today, a letter has been received from the complainant, Lachman Singh Chatha stating that he has not been provided information either on point No.5 or on point No.6 despite the clear directions of the Commission in its last order dated 18th February, 2009.  

In view of the foregoing, I am convinced that the Respondent PIO is not performing his duties seriously and is dealing with the information request of the complainant in a very casual manner.  I, therefore, hereby call upon the Respondent to show cause why penalty under Section 20 RTI Act, 2005 be not imposed upon him for not supplying the information demanded by the complainant and that why the complainant be not awarded compensation under Section 19(8) (b) RTI Act, 2005.  This may be done by the Respondent within 15 days of the receipt of the order.  The case is adjourned to 13.07.2009 at 2:00 pm. In case the respondent does not show cause within 15 days, as directed hereinabove, further proceedings in the case shall be taken up without any further opportunity to the Respondent.
