Complainant has filed the present complaint dated 01.01.2011 before the Commission with the grievance that he had sought information from the PIO/Assistant Food & Supplies Officer, Nabha vide his RTI application dated 12.10.2010.   When the information was not provided to him within the prescribed period of 30 days, he made an appeal on 15.11.2010  before the PIO/District Food & Supplies Controller, Patiala followed by a reminder dated 09.12.2010 to which  he received a reply from him on 13.12.2010 after a period of 60 days of his RTI application.  His grievance is that the reply given to him is not correct and has requested that the PIO should be penalized for the delay in supply of the information.  The case was fixed for hearing today when both the parties were present.

During the course of hearing, Shri Navdeep Singh, Inspector representing the PIO stated that the complainant was asked vide their Memo. Dated 01.12.2010 to deposit a sum of Rs. 3,01,072/- towards fee for 1,50,536 photo copies after which  the information could be provided to him.  But the complainant has not deposited the same  till date and as such the information could not be provided to him. He further stated that the complainant is in the habit of black mailing the authorities by making the complaints and then settling the score by giving in writing that  the asked for information is not required by him. In support of his plea, he has produced  before the Commission copies of some orders  dated  6.7.2009 and 10.8.2009 passed by a Bench of this Commission.

In regard to the plea taken by the PIO about black-mailing by the complainant, the Commission is of the view that if there is something black only then  there may be the possibility of  black-mailing.   Truth cannot be  black-mailed. Instead the fact is that the RTI Act requires making as much as information available  with the public authority in public domain and (if  a proper system is set up for public distribution system) it may certainly prevent  black-mailing of honest and sincere officials and then the question of  black mailing may not occur and  the sincere and honest officials  need not  fear  to be black mailed at all.  If somebody has done wrong, he may be black mailed being  afraid of his misdeeds.  On the other hand, the complainant  should  also be aware  of the objective of the RTI Act  while asking for the information  from the public authorities to curb corruption  and  bring transparency.  He should inspect the relevant record  and get copies of the documents available in the stock.

In the present case, the complainant wants to inspect the records.  He may do so on any working day after fixing date and time with the PIO who will allow him to inspect the record and provide photo copies of the documents  required by the complainant as per his RTI application  against the requisite fee.
