Information sought by him is regarding “Copy of Report sent to Commissioner Sales, Faridkot on the basis of enquiry conducted on 7.1.2009 by the then Assistant Commissioner (Complaints), office of Deputy Commissioner, Mansa.”



Information sought has been provided to the Complainant by the APIO-cum-District Revenue Officer, Mansa. The Complainant is satisfied, but he demands penalty since the information supplied is late by 10 days and he should also be compensated for the detriment suffered by him as per Sections 19 and 20 of the RTI Act, 2005. 


Therefore PIO is hereby issued a show cause notice as to why a penalty under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005 @ Rs. 250/- per day subject to maximum of Rs.25000/- be not imposed on him till the information is furnished.  



In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of such penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he
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does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say

and the Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex- 


parte.

The next date of hearing is 10.08.2009 at 12:00 Noon in the Chamber.
