The complainant in this case has applied for copies of the statements recorded by the police authorities on the basis of which    FIR No. 33  dated 4-7-2009,  PS. The representative of the PIO, present before us, states that the information regarding the investigation file of the FIR cannot be supplied to the complainant because the investigation has not yet been completed. He states that the statements required by the complainant on the basis of which the  FIR was registered against him also cannot be given to him under Section 8(1)(h) of the RTI Act,  as reported by the Incharge of the E.O.Wing. Apart from this, he is unable to  explain  in what  manner   the disclosure of the statements which were recorded prior to the registration of  the FIR would adversely affect the investigation.  I, therefore, direct that the following information for which the complainant has  applied should be sent to him with seven days  from today :-
