The information can be provided only after deposit of Rs.1, 50,000/- in the Corporation funds.

Commission is of the view that PIO can ask or charge the fee per page which is sanctioned by the RTI Act or fee rules and the PIO should intimate the

Complainant by calculating the total fee/ cost of the information to be paid. If the information was voluminous and time consuming and requires manpower to prepare the information, then PIO should offer inspection of the record to the applicant.
