I am of the view that in this case, complainant has chosen to take the recourse of RTI to redress his grievance that no authority is taking responsibility and in these circumstances who will listen to him or to whom he should approach. As the complainant already knows the status of the case, he can approach the civil court or the competent court of law for justice.

The complaint had been filed with the Commission on 10.12.2010 with respect to his RTI application dated 8.6.2010, made address to Chairman, Improvement Trust, Jalandhar seeking information in 12 (twelve) points. Notice of hearing had been sent on 22.12.2010. The facts of the case are as under:-

1.

Complainant appeared on 24.1.2011 and today, but respondent has not turned up on both the hearings and the material related to the request, had been placed on Commission’s record. 

2.

The facts of the matter that the complainant is the President of Kewal Vihar Cooperative Housing Maintenance Society Ltd. Jalandhar and the respondent is heading the institution, i.e. Chairman of the Improvement 
Trust (JIT) Jalandhar, Punjab. Complainant is the resident of 5, Kewal Vihar Society, Jalandhar. The complainant explained that the residents of Kewal Vihar Society have allegedly committed violations of sanctioned building plan and some of these violations are major in nature which calls for resumption of houses/flats. These alleged encroachments have been done by the allottees of the Housing Society on periphery. It is alleged in the writ petition that in this manner, members of the Housing Society have been deprived of the use of common land. The allegations regarding violation of the sanctioned building plan and instances of encroachments enumerated
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have lead two residents of the housing society to file present writ petition No.4115 of 2008 in the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court, purportedly in public interest interest, praying that the respondents be directed to remove the illegal encroachments done on the public land o
by the residents of the housing society.

3.  
   
The complainant further explained that as per the directions of the Hon’ble High Court, the Improvement Trust, Jalandhar, in consultation with the office bearers of the Maintenance Society along with the representative of the AWHO, shall conduct inspection of the premises to find out encroachments and violations of the sanctioned building plan made by the residents. The inspection note shall also state as to which violations are compoundable and which are not, that need to be cured immediately. Similarly, the encroachments which call for removal will also be mentioned in the inspection note.

4.

Thereafter, complainant explained the joint inspection of the premises of the Kewal Vihar Society, Jalandhar is carried out on 16th January, 2010 and subsequent days, is prepared and a meeting was held. Thereafter, the complainant was made representative to the implementation of the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court order dated 9th October, 2009, issued vide Memo No.JIT/2218, date/d 5.7.2010.  

5.

They made representation to the Chairman, Improvement Trust, Jalandhar seeking information under RTI Act, 2005 regarding encroachments in the Kewal Vihar Cooperative Housing Maintenance Society Ltd. Jalandhar and also sought information on the action taken by the Improvement Trust.

6.

On the perusal of the record, it has been seen that Improvement Trust, Jalandhar has denied to take action to remove the encroachments and they have stated vide Memo No.JIT/2218, dated 5.7.2010, that in the judgment of the Hon’ble High Court has not given any instructions/ order to JIT for removal of encroachments. It is for the Society to deal with the matter on its own level. 

7. 

As the Improvement Trust has already refused to take responsibility as it is not an authority to remove encroachment. No cause of action is left to direct the JIT to provide information. As per the submission of the complainant if he feels like
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that this is a contempt of court he may approach the competent court of law for justice.
