The complainant sought information, vide his RTI application 24.11.2009 from the PIO, O/o Principal, Hindu College, Amritsar regarding list of movable & immovable property acquired by Hindu Sabha since its inception/ registration and if any sold, the detail of the sale deed and the actual sale deed and the actual sale consideration thereof. Further he sought the details of the utilization of the sale consideration till 31st October, 2009. After having received no information, he filed first appeal to the First Appellate Authority, i.e. DPI (Colleges) Punjab, Chandigarh who vide its Memo No.16/11/10-rqKN- 2(1), dated 15.2.2010 directed Principal of the Hindu College, Amritsar to direct the Managing Committee to provide information to the applicant with 15 days under intimation to DPI office. The complainant filed second appeal in the Commission on 31.10.2012 which is taken today for hearing.
3. 

Respondent submitted that the respondent office is not the custodian of the information. He alleged that the custodian of the information is Principal, Hindu College, Amritsar wherefrom the Complainant has sought information by making an RTI
application dated 24.11.2009 under section 6(1) of the RTI Act, 2005 in Form ‘A’, but no information has been supplied to the complainant.

Aggrieved by the action of PIO Hindu College, Amritsar and the Appellate Authority, complainant had approached the Hon’ble High Court by way of filing CWP No.9744 of 2011 seeking direction that the respondents   impleaded therein may be directed to provide him the information sought.  Hon’ble High Court in appreciation of the order of First Appellate Authority observed that the proper authority for providing  the information was the  First Appellate Authority (FAA)  i.e. DPI (Colleges) Punjab, Chandigarh. With this observation of the Hon’ble High Court, writ petition was withdrawn with liberty to approach the F.A.A. vide its order dated 30.5.2011.
5.

After decision of the Hon’ble High Court of Punjab and Haryana, the applicant made complaint with the PIO O/o DPI (Colleges) Punjab, Chandigarh on 17.08.2011 followed by 8 reminders, but no reply has been sent to him by the PIO.  Hence,  after having received no  decision of the PIO, he approached the Commission by way of complaint dated 31.10.2012 with the grievance that DPI(Colleges) Punjab, Chandigarh, may be directed to supply the requisite information and he may also be penalized for non-supply of the information.

I have gone through the record.  A perusal of the record shows that this is a  strange case where the complainant has not been able to receive the information even after 5 years of filing of his application.  He has taken many recourses to obtain the information (approached  the Hon’ble High Court) but to no avail.  In the facts and circumstances of the case,  I am of the view that Hindu College, Amritsar  who is the custodian of the information  be impleaded as a party and be directed to file a written statement in regard to the RTI application filed by the complainant , before the next date of hearing.
