I have gone through all the previous four orders passed in the Court dated 02.07.2008, 04.08.2008, 08.09.2008 and 18.02.2009 in the presence of Sh. Gurmeet Singh, Supdt./APIO O/o Financial Commissioner, Revenue, Punjab and Smt. Daljit Kaur, Clerk, O/o Tehsdilar, Patiala and explained to them that penalty was imposed only after examining full case, date-wise and according to the hearings held in the Commission.  A letter is presented from the Supdt. Grade-I O/o FCR, where D.C. Patiala is directed to implement the Commission’s order dated 08.09.2008 vide which a penalty of Rs. 10,000/- was imposed.  A letter dated 15.05.2009 has been presented from the Tehsidlar/APIO along with receipt of Rs. 10,000/- in which APIO has presented the case according to her own whim.  She also states that penalty should be imposed only for 11 days delay.  Order dated 08.09.2008 is again read out to the representative of respondent where it has been recorded that delay of nearly 250 days has taken place.  Tehsildar also contends that these orders may also be cancelled and the verbal orders passed on 08.09.2008 for payment of 11 days delays be implemented.  This averment of respondent absolutely carries no weight since no such verbal orders were conveyed.  It is a matter of utmost concern that respondent is making mockery of RTI Act, 2005 instead of turning serious towards its implementation in letter and spirit.  The penalty has been imposed after taking into consideration the unexplained delay caused by the respondent in furnishing the information under the RTI Act, 2005.  There is no law to roll back the penalty already imposed upon the respondent and deposited in the Government Treasury, Patiala vide challan No. 6 dated 14.05.2009.  Therefore, the case is hereby closed and disposed of. 



   A copy to this order be sent to Deputy Commissioner, Patiala for information and necessary action.  He may direct the respondent to deal with the request for information within the stipulated period as per RTI Act, 2005 and refrain from causing any further delay, failing which the Commission will be constrained to recommend disciplinary action as per Section 20 of the RTI Act, 2005.

In this case, the application for information was made on dated 29.08.08 which has still not been attended to even though more than nine months have elapsed.  Therefore, the Commission hereby issues a show cause notice to the PIO as to why action should not be taken against him by imposing a penalty of Rs. 250/- each day till the information is furnished.  However, the total amount of such penalty shall not exceed to Rs. 25,000/- as per the provisions of Section 20(1) o the RTI Act, 2005.



In addition to the written reply, the PIO is also hereby given an opportunity u/s 20(1) proviso thereto for a personal hearing before the imposition of penalty on the next date of hearing.  He may take note that in case he does not file his written reply and does not avail himself of the opportunity of personal hearing on the date fixed, it will be presumed that he has nothing to say in this regard and Commission shall proceed to take further proceedings against him ex pate.
