In this case, Complainant filed RTI application on 9.12.2009 seeking information related to Plot No.C-2564: Ranjit Avenue Ajnala Road Scheme from the PIO,O/o Improvement Trust, Amritsar.

2.

The case was heard on 28.4.2010 and Respondent had submitted that record was 30 years old and it is difficult to search out and time of 2-1/2 months was given with mutual consent of the parties.

3.

On 5.7.2010, Respondent made submission that file is missing and the information could not be provided. Case was adjourned with the direction to PIO to fix the responsibility and lodge an FIR. Respondent has taken plea that information is third party and submitted a simple application written by Shri Davinder Mohan Zakhmi that one person by the name of Navneet Singh, S/o Sampuran Singh is demanding source information regarding plot No.C-2564 under RTI Act, and that his relations with the said person are not cordial as such no information should be given to him as desired by him without his consent.
4.                 Commission has come across several pleas by the Public authorities about the documents going missing or being un-traceable, a ‘Rule of Thumbs’ on such case is whether there would be a concealed purpose for making such a plea by a Public Authority. Since old paper from Govt. record is not uncommon, happening the nature for withholding such information by a Public Authority can be gauzed by applying the test of reasoning for withholding such information.
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5.

It is observed that the Respondent has not followed the procedure of third party information under Section 11 of the RTI Act, neither has he intimated the Complainant nor has he mentioned this fact during the course of first hearing. Compliance of Commission’s order regarding lodging of FIR, has not been made. On perusal of the contents of the RTI application, it is seen that Shri Devinder Mohan Zakhmi is not an owner of Plot No.C-2564 in present state.
6.

From the above facts and circumstances, I find that there is a malafide intention to withhold the information and the Complainant has to face harassment to pursue his case in the Commission. I deem it a fit case where award of compensation under Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005, is called for. I, therefore, order that compensation of Rs.7000/- be paid to the Complainant by the Improvement Trust, Amritsar to the Complainant.
