Shri Raghu Nath Sharma filed a complaint before the Commission on 28.01.2011 which was taken up today for hearing.  The facts of the case are that the complainant had filed his RTI application on 12.07.2010 to the PIO/Director Food & Supply and Consumer Affairs, Sector 17, Chandigarh, seeking information on 3 points regarding MSP fixed for the current year for wheat and paddy and also about the bonus paid to the farmers.  The PIO vide his reply dated 28.07.2010 asked the complainant to deposit a sum of Rs.196/- towards the requisite fee prescribed under the RTI Act (Rs.104/- for 52 pages @ Rs.2/- per page and Rs.92/- as postal charges).  In response thereto, the complainant wrote to the PIO to provide him the information as under:
“You have kindly asked to remit Rs.196/- to enable the department to supply the desired information.  In this connection, I may submit that reply to point No.1 and 2 contains one or two lines.  So far as point No.3 is concerned, this reply can also be given in maximum one page in the specimen given below i.e. Year, MSP wheat, bonus  Total MSP paddy bonus Total, 1995, 1996, 1997 onwards….”

Thereafter, the PIO, intimated the complainant that the information does not exist in the performa submitted by him and that it could be supplied to him as per the record available with the department.

Today, during the hearing, representative of the PIO stated that he has brought the information to be supplied to the complainant. But the complainant is not present nor has
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he sent any communication.

From the facts and circumstances of the case, the Commission is of the view that the PIO is not obligate to compile the information and supply to complainant in the form desired by him.  The plea taken by the PIO is tenable that the information could be supplied to him in the form as is available on the record. If the complainant does not want to pay fee, he may only inspect the record and he can only obtain the photocopies after depositing the requisite fee.

In the present case, PIO has intimated the complainant well in time to deposit the fee and he has also brought the information to be supplied to the complainant. Hence it does not amount to denial of supply of information. Hence, no action is required.
