ORDER

In compliance of the order dated 04.08.2011, Shri Sandip Kumar, DEO appeared and produced before the Commission written reply by way of an affidavit explaining  reasons for the  delay in providing the information to the appellant.  The contention raised by the appellant was that the respondent has deliberately delayed the information and it  has caused  him unnecessary harassment and financial loss.  He further contended that the respondent be penalized and  he should be granted compensation for the delay in providing him the information. 
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        Heard both the parties at length and  also gone through the reply filed by the respondent.  The respondent has sought condonation of delay in providing the information to the appellant on the ground that the dealing assistant who  had certain personal problem was on leave which lead to delay in providing  the information and that  it  was not intentional or deliberate on their part. Such a plea taken by the respondent is not tenable. The appellant had filed his RTI application in September 2010 and the information was provided to him only in July 2011 i.e much beyond the specified period prescribed under the RTI Act.  It has been observed that the RTI application has been dealt with by the respondent in a casual manner and the

appellant had to face unnecessary harassment at the hands of the respondent-department due to non supply of information within the specified period.  As such, the appellant  deserves to be compensated under section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act. Accordingly, compensation  of  Rs,. 5000/- is awarded to him  which should be paid to him  by the respondent department before the next date of hearing.  The PIO is warned  to be careful in future in dealing with the RTI applications promptly and providing the information to the complaints within the specified period.
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Adjourned to 14.11.2011 at 2.00 PM for compliance.
