Complaint Cases No. 3392 and 3393 regarding the two RTI applications dated 12.9.2011 made address to PIO, O/o the Secretary Education (SE), Punjab and PIO/O/o DPI (SE), Punjab, Chandigarh, seeking information regarding recruitment of 7654 Masters/Mistresses on contractual basis have been clubbed together (being the information sought is similar).
2. 

Complainant received no information and thereafter he approached the Commission on 19.10.2011 and notices have been issued on 16.12.2011.

3.

Respondent from the office of DPI (SE) is present. He submitted reply vide office Memo No.6/220-2011, dated 24.10.2011 and none was present on behalf of the office of Secretary School Education.

4.

After going through the record and on the basis of submissions made by the complainant and her daughter on behalf of whom he had sought information. Commission feels that it is a matter of grave concern that complainant is aggrieved on account of the matter pertaining to the recruitment of 7654 masters/ mistresses in the instant case, the genesis of dispute is that the name of candidate Karnail Singh on No.3 of the Selection list has been selected twice in the handicapped list (there was twelve candidates and name also appeared on No.8). Complainant’s grievance is that if his name is not repeated, the name of his daughter Ms Kulwant Kaur would have been figured in the handicapped list (whose name was at No.1 in the waiting list).
5.

In view of that complaint, complainant had asked the specific information 
Cont…p/2
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which would have been supplied to him, but respondent has violated the provisions of section 7(1) of the RTI Act and reply from DPI office is not satisfactory if the PIO was not holding the information he should have considered the clause of Section 6(3). Respondent failed to response the notice of Commission as per para 3; this shows complete lack of appreciation under the RTI Act. It will not be out of place here to mention that due to the callous attitude of the department, complainant (her daughter) has to run from pillar to post ( She has also lost opportunity to get the job).
6.
 
Complainant has come for hearing from Machhiwara but respondent from the office of Secretary Education (SE), Punjab, Chandigarh is not present. Commission awarded the compensation of Rs.5000/- to the applicant in view of the mental agony that he had to suffer throughout the year without any fault on his part. 

7.

Respondent is also directed to provide information to the complainant before the next date of hearing under intimation to the Commission. As the matter had already been delayed, any further delay may call for action under section 20(1) of the RTI Act, 2005.

The case is adjourned to 26.03.2012 at 2.00 PM for compliance.
