In the instant case, complainant has filed RTI application on 29.3.2010 and reply was given on 9.6.2010 after two and half months of the filing the RTI application and incomplete information has been provided on 28.7.2010.

On 2.4.2010, PIO was given a show cause notice why compensation be not given to the complainant under Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI Act, 2005.

PIO has appeared and filed explanation for delay in supply of information. The main contention of the complainant was that due to the late supply of the information, he could not execute sale-deed; he has to suffer a loss of Rs.2.0 lakh and has to face the detriment to pursue the case in the Commission. PIO has stated that due to scarcity of the staff in the Department, information was delayed in spite of the diligent efforts put in by them.

4.

In view of the facts and circumstances of the case, no penalty is going to be imposed upon the PIO, but the complainant is entitled to be compensated under Section 19(8)(b) of the RTI act, by Respondent-Department of the amount of Rs.3000/-. The amount of compensation be provided to the complainant within 15 days from the issue of these orders.
