By an RTI application, appellant sought information, i.e. copies of GPF schedules with Treasury Voucher and Number since 1.4.1989 till date from the PIO-cum-Registrar IBHO Punjab, Chandigarh.

After having received no information from the PIO/Respondent within the stipulated period, he filed an appeal to the First Appellate Authority-cum-Director Water Cell, Irrigation, Head Office, Punjab, Chandigarh. The respondent department has supplied the information pertaining to the period from 3.2.2005 to 2007. During hearing held by the First Appellate Authority, respondent submitted that for the remaining information, appellant can collect the information wherever he had been posted, but the PIO sought more time to provide information, but thereafter, it has been denied on the basis that the other employees will also demand the same information as there is a long list of the employees therein. So keeping the secrecy in view, information cannot be provided, but the First Appellate Authority vide its order dated 21.2.2011 found that this plea is not tenable. He directed the SPIO-cum-Registrar Irrigation, Punjab to supply the information sought by the appellant immediately before 4.3.2011.

After waiting for stipulated period when he did not get the remaining information, he preferred second appeal with the Commission on 11.5.2011 with respect to his RTI application dated 18.10.2010.

During hearing, the respondent submitted that information is voluminous and his Chief Engineer has denied providing the information on the ground that it may set a precedence that every employee will ask for the GPF schedules under RTI and it will be difficult for the department to provide the same.

5.

On the basis of the submissions made by the respondent, Commission is of the view that as the information does not exempt under the Section 8 of the RTI Act and citizen has the right to seek information under Section (3) of 
RTI Act, 2005; and definition of information comes under section 2(f) which reads as under:



“ ‘information’ means any material in any form, including records, documents, memos, e-mails, opinions, advices, press releases, circulars, oders, logbooks, contracts, reports, papers, samples, models, data material held in any electronic form and information relating to any private body which can be accessed by a public authority under any other law for the time being in force;”.
6.

It has been seen that respondent has already provided the copies of GPF schedules pertaining to the years 2005 to 2007. As the information is voluminous, compilation of which may strain the public authority, it will be appropriate that the appellant may visit the respondent office on 2nd September, 2011 at 11.00 AM when respondent will allow him to inspect the record as per the RTI application and he may go through the information. He may take note of the information pertaining to him and at the same time PIO will certify the same.
