In the last order dated 27.07.2011, respondent-PIO was directed  to show cause why penalty should not be imposed upon him under section 20(I) of the RTI Act for failure to provide the information to the complainant within the stipulated period. In response thereto, Shri Manjit Singh – PIO appeared and submitted that an CD was provided to him by the AFSO, Patran  which was regarding the information  of record about flour.  According to the complainant, he had not asked for such information in his RTI application.  He further submitted that no RTI application was received by him.  This plea is also misplaced as even the application has been sent by the Commission along with the Notice of hearing and has not been received back in the Commission. 
2
Brief  facts leading to this case are that the complainant – Shri Ajaib Singh  had filed his RTI application on 06.01.2011 before the AFSO, Nabha seeking the information on 7 points regarding name & designation of officials working in the office of AFSO, Nabha; quantity of kerosene oil provided by the Governent;  name & designation of the whole sale distributors;   Income Tax Returns filed by the officials;

particulars of the staff employed on casual basis etc.  On not having received the information, the complainant filed a complainant before the Commission on 15.02.2011. Notice of hearing was issued to the respondent on 03.03.011 for 13.04.2011, providing him one month’s time.  First hearing was held on 13.04.2011 when none for the parties appeared and the case was adjourned to 18.05.2011 giving one more opportunity to the respondent to file his reply before the next date of hearing.  On 18.05.2005, the complainant was present but the PIO or his representative abstained from appearing before the Commission nor sent any communication or supplied the information to the complainant..  The case was adjourned to 27.07.2011 giving  a warning to the respondent-PIO that  if  he failed to provide the  information before the next date of hearing, action may be taken against him under section 20(I) of the RTI.  Still  on 27.07.2011, the respondent-PIO or his representative did not bother to attend the hearing nor the information was provided to the complainant.  Observing such  callous attitude on the part of the respondent-PIO, show cause notice was issued to him to explain why penalty should not be imposed upon him under section 20(I) of the RTI Act for failure to provide the information within the stipulated period and the case was adjourned for today when both the parties appeared and were heard at length.  The respondent failed to give any convincing reply  or cogent reason for the delay in providing the information.  which is against the provisions of Section 7(I) of the RTI Act.

3
From the facts explained above, it is clear that despite affording adequate and sufficient  opportunity to the respondent-PIO, he failed to provide the information to the complainant even after  more than 6 months.  It is found that the PIO has ignored to attend the hearings deliberately and has shown disregard to the orders of the Commission and also to the provisions of the RTI Act which is mandated for bringing transparency in the system.  In this view of the matter,  the PIO deserves to be penalized for such carelessness on his part.  Accordingly, a penalty of Rs.20,000/- (Rupees Twenty thousand only) is imposed on him which should be recovered from his salary and deposited in the State Treasury under the relevant Head, under intimation to the Commission.

The Director Food & Supplies is directed to ensure that the amount of penalty is recovered from the salary of the PIO and deposited in the Government Treasury under the relevant Head.
