We direct further that the Respondent submit an affidavit before the next date of hearing, showing why penalty for delay in delivery of information be not imposed, and also why the Complainant be not compensated for the detriment suffered by him.”

This case was last heard on 25.03.2009 and judgment was kept reserved when complainant was not present, however, Sh. Ashok Chawla on behalf of the respondent was present.



In this case, the complainant sought information from respondent on 13.03.2008.  As the information was not supplied within the stipulated period as per Right to Information Act, 2005, he filed a complaint dated 8.05.08 received in the Commission on 15.05.2008.  It came up for hearing on 15.09.08 when it was noticed that except point No.3, the information was not provided to the complainant which was directed to be supplied within 15 days.  Further this complaint was heard on 12.11.08 even by that date complete information was not provided to the complainant.  He demanded compensation for detriments suffered by him and the case was adjourned to 12.01.2009.  On 12.01.2009, the complainant alleged that he was threatened by the respondent to withdraw his
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application for information.  Even by that date, complete information was not delivered to the complainant.  A show cause notice under Section 20(1) of Right to Information Act, 2005 was issued to the respondent as to why a penalty at 250 rupees per day subject to maximum of Rs.25,000/- be not imposed., till the information is not furnished, be not imposed upon him.  The respondent was also given an opportunity to file a reply.  The respondent submitted reply on 25.03.2005 in which he has stated that information has been supplied to the complainant and there is no intentional delay on the part of respondent to supply the requisite information to the complainant in time.



I have gone through all the papers contained in the file and reply to show cause notice given by the respondent on 25.03.2009.  The information has been supplied to the complainant on 24.4.2008 and 29.09.2008 respectively.  I do not find it a fit case for imposition of penalty under Section 20(1) of RTI Act, 2005.  However, as per demand of complainant, a compensation of Rs.3000/- should be paid to the complainant within a period of 15 days and a compliance report to this effect should be sent to the Commission.
