Jaswinder Singh, Panchayat Secretary, Bakipur appeared before the Commission on behalf of the respondent and submits in writing that the required information is not available because the concerned record relating to the years 1960-70 is missing and DDR has been registered with the police. It is taken on record. 

The appellant, however, states that the respondent first demanded fees for supplying the copies to him of the relevant record and now the respondent  states that the record is missing. The appellant alleges that the information sought by him is not being supplied to him by the PIO concerned with malafide intention. 


 Sh. Milkha Singh is the present BDPO-cum-PIO. Sh. Harnandan Singh is the BDPO concerned who was posted at Tarn Taran at the time when the RTI application was moved by the appellant.  
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Sh. Jaswinder Singh, Panchayat Secretary, Bakipur, Sh. Milkha Singh, BDPO-cum-PIO and Sh. Harnandan Singh are directed to submit affidavits regarding the missing of that particular piece of the record and copy of FIR registered with the police station concerned in that connection. 

They are also directed to appear in person before the Commission on the next date of hearing failing which action will be initiated against them under the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005.
