In these circumstances, it   is only possible to reach the root of the matter if some person can physically identify the particular depot at which the ration card is being used, and  the respondent can then  locate the card through the records of the depot holder and take appropriate action 
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thereafter  for checking unauthorized use of the card, if such use is taking place.   The complainant has stated that she  will herself go to Patiala for necessary action in the matter.
