In the last order dated 20.5.2009, a penalty of Rs.25000/- was imposed upon the PIO/Respondent. I am quoting the relevant portion of the order dated 20.5.2009:-
“Complainant sought the information on 29.2.2008, when the Respondent failed to supply the information to the Complainant within the stipulated period as per RTI Act, 2005; he filed complaint before the Commission. Further, the Respondent has failed to give any reply to show-cause notice and also not availed the opportunity of personal hearing to explain the position. On every date of hearing, neither the PIO nor any competent facts knowing officer has attended the Commission which clearly shows dis-respect towards the implementation of the provisions of the RTI Act and the PIO has also failed to supply the information within the stipulated period. 

In these circumstances, I am left with no other option, but to  impose a penalty of Rs.25,000/- on the Respondent/PIO which should be deducted from the pay of PIO/Respondent in three  equal installments commencing from the pay for the month of July, 2009.

The information, in question, has still not been supplied to the Complainant for which the Respondent appearing on 4.2.2009 made a commitment to supply the same within a period of two months. It is, therefore, directed that the complete information 
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be supplied to the Complainant within a period of 15 days and `report be sent to the Commission along with a copy of the Treasury Challan of the amount of first installment deducted from the salary of Respondent/PIO and deposited Government Treasury under the relevant Head of Account.”

On the next date of hearing i.e. 29.7.2009, the PIO, O/o DPI(SE) had not complied with the directions of the Commission and also failed to supply the complete information. On 4.11.2009. the PIO/Respondent still failed to deposit the penalty amount imposed upon the Respondent and also failed to attend the Court on 4.11.2009. The following extract of this order is as under:-
“This also leads to malafidely denial of information for which  Secretary Education (Schools), Punjab, Chandigarh is directed to take disciplinary action against the PIO under Section 20(2) of the RTI Act. It should also be ensured that the amount of penalty so imposed should be deducted from the salary of the PIO and deposited in Government Treasure under the relevant Head of Account.”

On 10.12.2009, Mrs.Surjit Kaur, former PIO-cum-Assistant Director (Now DEO (E) presented a letter dated 10.12.2009 which was taken on record and it came to notice that Smt. Surjit Kaur, Assistant Director remained PIO w.e.f. 17.9.2008 to 2.7.2009 and Shri Jagjit Singh Sidhu, Deputy Director remained PIO w.e.f. 3.7.2009 till date, i.e. 10.12.2009. Information was still not supplied to the Complainant and in today’s hearing; incomplete information has been supplied in selected/appointed candidates as Science Masters list of only five names  and 3 candidates list of Math have been supplied to the Complainant. The Respondent has given in writing that rest of the names of the candidates is not available in the Office. The Respondent also states that Mrs. Surjit Kaur has got stay on penalty clause, but no document in this regard has been produced or presented in the Court for verification of the stay order from the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court.  These orders are being sent to Secretary School Education and to the Chief Secretary, Punjab, Chandigarh to look into the matter and ensure that 
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penalty clause is fulfilled. I also recommend disciplinary action against the

erring officer(s) who delayed supply of information and also not following the directions of the Commission.
